(1) in accordance with Article 102 of the Articles of Association and code provision A.4.2 of the
Corporate Governance Code set out in Appendix 14 to the Rules Governing the Listing of
Securities on the Stock Exchange (“Listing Rules”), Messrs. Chew Fook Aun, Lam Kin Hong,
Matthew and Lam Hau Yin, Lester will retire from office as Directors by rotation at the AGM
and, being eligible, they offer themselves for re-election; and

(ii)  in accordance with Rule 13.74 of the Listing Rules, details of the aforesaid Directors proposed
for re-election are set out in the “Biographical Details of Directors and Senior Management”
section of the Annual Report of the Company for the Year (“Annual Report”) and Appendix II to
the Circular which will be despatched to Members together with the Annual Report.

Concerning agenda item 3 of the Notice, the Board (which concurs with the Audit Committee of the
Company) has recommended that subject to the approval of Members at the AGM, Ernst & Young will
be re-appointed independent auditor of the Company for the year ending 31 July 2022 (“Year 2022”).
Members should note that in practice, independent auditor’s remuneration for the Year 2022 cannot
be fixed at the AGM because such remuneration varies by reference to the scope and extent of the
audit and other works which the independent auditor is being called upon to undertake in any given
year. To enable the Company to charge the amount of such independent auditor’s remuneration as
operating expenses for the Year 2022, Members’ approval to delegate the authority to the Board to
fix the independent auditor’s remuneration for the Year 2022 is required, and is hereby sought, at the
AGM.
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The proposed Ordinary Resolution (A) under agenda item 4 of this Notice relates to the granting of a
general mandate to the Directors to buy back Shares of up to a maximum of 10% of the total number of
the Shares of the Company in issue as at the date of passing the said Resolution. Members’ attention is
also drawn to the explanatory statement on the proposed buy-back mandate contained in the Circular.

The proposed Ordinary Resolution (B) under agenda item 4 of this Notice relates to the granting of a
general mandate to the Directors to issue new Shares of up to a maximum of 20% of the total number
of the Shares of the Company in issue as at the date of passing the said Resolution. The Company has
no immediate plan to issue any new Shares under the general mandate.

The proposed Ordinary Resolution (C) under agenda item 4 of this Notice extends the general mandate
to include the Shares bought back under the buy-back mandate.

Details regarding the Ordinary Resolutions (A), (B) and (C) under agenda item 4 of this Notice are
set out in the Circular and will be despatched to members together with the Annual Report.

In compliance with Rule 13.39(4) of the Listing Rules, voting on all resolutions proposed in this Notice
shall be decided by way of a poll at the AGM.

If a tropical cyclone warning signal No. 8 or above is expected to be hoisted or a black rainstorm
warning signal is expected to be in force at any time after 7:00 a.m. on the date of the AGM, the AGM
will be postponed and the Members will be informed of the date, time and venue of the postponed
AGM by a supplementary notice, posted on the respective websites of the Company and the Stock
Exchange.

If a tropical cyclone warning signal No. 8 or above or a black rainstorm warning signal is lowered or
cancelled at or before 7:00 a.m. on the date of the AGM and where conditions permit, the AGM will
be held as scheduled.

The AGM will be held as scheduled when an amber or red rainstorm warning signal is in force.
Having considered their own situations, Members should decide on their own whether they would
attend the AGM under any bad weather condition and if they do so, they are advised to exercise care
and caution.

Considering the outbreak of the novel coronavirus (COVID-19), certain measures will be implemented
at the AGM or its adjourned meeting (as the case may be) with a view to addressing the risk to attendees
of infection, including the following:

(a)  all attendees will be required to undergo body temperature check;

(b)  all attendees will be required to complete a health declaration form (a copy of the form is
enclosed with the Circular), which may be used for contact tracing, if required;

(c¢)  any attendees who are subject to health quarantine prescribed by the Government of the HKSAR
will not be admitted to the venue of the AGM;

(d)  all attendees will be required to wear surgical face masks throughout the AGM;

(e)  each attendee will be assigned a designated seat at the time of registration to ensure social
distancing;

() any person who does not comply with the measures above may be denied entry into, or be
required to leave, the venue of the AGM; and

(g)  no refreshments or beverages will be provided, and there will be no corporate gifts.



(13) The Company reminds Shareholders that they should carefully consider the risks of attending the AGM,
taking into account their own personal circumstances. The Company would Iike to remind Shareholders
that physical attendance in person at the AGM is not necessary for the purpose of exercising their
voting rights and strongly recommends that Shareholders appoint the Chairman of the AGM
as their proxy and submit their form of proxy as early as possible. In light of the risks posed by the
COVID-19 pandemic, the Company strongly encourages Shareholders NOT to attend the AGM
in person.

(14) The Company will keep the evolving COVID-19 situation under review and may implement additional
measures (which it will announce closer to the date of the AGM).

As at the date of this announcement, the Board comprises five executive directors, namely Dr. Lam Kin Ngok, Peter
(Chairman), Mr. Chew Fook Aun (Deputy Chairman), Madam U Po Chu, Mr. Lam Kin Hong, Matthew and
Mr. Lam Hau Yin, Lester (also alternate to Madam U Po Chu); and three independent non-executive directors,
namely Messrs. Leung Shu Yin, William, Lam Bing Kwan and Chow Bing Chiu.
