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What is this product?

The CSOP Global Cloud Computing Technology Index ETF (the “Sub-Fund”) is a sub-fund of the CSOP
ETF Series OFC (“Company”), which is a public umbrella open-ended fund company established under
Hong Kong law with variable capital with limited liability and segregated liability between sub-funds. The Sub-
Fund is a passively managed index tracking ETF authorised under Chapter 8.6 of the Code on Unit Trusts
and Mutual Funds. The shares of the Sub-Fund (the “Shares”) are traded on the Stock Exchange of Hong
Kong Limited (the “SEHK?”) like stocks.

SFC registration and authorization do not represent a recommendation or endorsement of the Company or
the Sub-Fund nor do they guarantee the commercial merits of the Company or the Sub-Fund or their
performance. They do not mean the Company or the Sub-Fund is suitable for all investors nor do they
represent an endorsement of its suitability for any particular investor or class of investors.

The Sub-Fund is a physical ETF and invests primarily in US and Hong Kong listed companies that have
business operations in the field of cloud computing. The Sub-Fund is denominated in USD.

Objectives and Investment Strategy

Objective

The investment objective of the Sub-Fund is to provide investment results that, before deduction of fees and
expenses, closely correspond to the performance of the Index, namely, Solactive Global Cloud Computing
Technology Index (the “Index”). There is no assurance that the Sub-Fund will achieve its investment
objective.

Investment Strateqgy

The Sub-Fund is a physical ETF and invests primarily in US and Hong Kong listed companies that have
business operations in the field of cloud computing based in countries/regions worldwide including Australia,
Canada, Germany, Hong Kong, Israel, the PRC mainland, Russia, the United Kingdom and the United
States (subject to change from time to time due to rebalancing of the Index). The Sub-Fund is denominated
in USD. In order to achieve the investment objective, the Sub-Fund primarily uses a physical representative
sampling strategy through investing up to 100% of its NAV in a representative portfolio of securities
(including American Depositary Receipts (“ADRs”)) that collectively has a high correlation with the Index, but
whose constituents may or may not themselves be constituents of the Index (“Index Securities”).

In pursuing a representative sampling strategy, the Sub-Fund may or may not hold all Index Securities, and
may hold securities which are not Index Securities. The full holdings of the Sub-Fund is available on the
Manager’'s website and will be updated on a daily basis. The Manager may cause the Sub-Fund to deviate
from the index weighting on condition that the maximum deviation from the index weighting of any
constituent will not exceed 3% or such other percentage as determined by the Manager after consultation
with the SFC.

The Manager may invest in financial derivative instruments (“FDIs”) including futures and swaps with no
more than 30% of the Sub-Fund’s NAV for investment and hedging purposes, where the Manager believes
such investments will help the Sub-Fund achieve its investment objective and are beneficial to the Sub-Fund.
The futures may be invested by the Sub-Fund will be index futures to manage exposure to the constituents
of the Index, such as NASDAQ 100 E-mini futures. On the other hand, the swaps which may be invested by
the Sub-Fund will be funded total return swap transaction(s) whereby the Sub-Fund will pass on the relevant
portion of cash to the Swap Counterparty(ies) and in return the Swap Counterparty(ies) will provide the Sub-
Fund with an exposure to the economic gain/loss in the performance of the relevant Securities (net of indirect
costs). The expected proportion of the Sub-Fund’s NAV subject to investments in futures and swaps will not
exceed 10% and 20% of its NAV, respectively. Exposure of the Sub-Fund to the Index Securities (either
through direct investment or FDIs) will be in substantially the same weightings (i.e. proportions) as these
Index Securities have in the Index.




Securities Lending

The Manager may, on behalf of the Sub-Fund, enter into Securities Lending Transactions, with the maximum
level for up to 50% and expected level for approximately 20% of its NAV, and is able to recall the securities
lent out at any time. All Securities Lending Transactions will only be carried out in the best interest of the
Sub-Fund and as set out in the relevant securities lending agreement. Such transactions may be terminated
at any time by the Manager at its absolute discretion.

Prior approval of the SFC (to the extent required under applicable regulatory requirements) will be sought
and not less than one month’s prior notice (or such shorter notice period as may be permitted under
applicable regulatory requirements) will be given to Shareholders in the event the (i) Manager wishes to
invest in Sale and Repurchase Transactions, Reverse Repurchase Transactions and other similar over-the-
counter transactions, or (ii) the Manager wishes to adopt an investment strategy other than a representative
sampling strategy.

Index

The Index is a net total return, share class market capitalisation weighted index that provides representation
of US and Hong Kong listed companies that have business operations in the field of cloud computing based
in countries/regions worldwide including Australia, Canada, Germany, Hong Kong, Israel, the PRC mainland,
Russia, the United Kingdom and the United States (subject to change from time to time due to rebalancing of
the Index). Constituents of the Index are listed on one of the following exchanges: SEHK, NYSE or
NASDAQ. The Index is quoted in USD. A net total return index reflects the reinvestment of dividends or
distributions, after deduction of any withholding tax.

The Index was launched on 29 January 2021 and had a base level of 1,000 on 30 November 2016.
As of 28 April 2021, the Index had a total market capitalisation of USD3,306.51 billion and 50 constituents.

It is compiled and managed by Solactive AG (“the “Index Provider”). The Manager and its connected
persons are independent of the Index Provider.

1. Investment risk

e The Sub-Fund is not principal guaranteed and your investments may suffer losses. There is no
assurance that the Sub-Fund will achieve its investment objective.

2. Equity market risk

e The Sub-Fund’s investment in equity securities is subject to general market risks, whose value may
fluctuate due to various factors, such as changes in investment sentiment, political and economic
conditions and issuer-specific factors.

3. New Index risk

e The Index is a new index. The Sub-Fund may be riskier than other exchange traded funds tracking more
established indices with longer operating history.

4. Risks associated with internet companies

e Rapid changes could render obsolete the products and services offered by the companies in which the
Sub-Fund invests, and cause declines in the prices of the securities of those companies. Companies in
the internet sector may face unpredictable changes in growth rates and competition for the services of
qualified personnel. The products and services offered by internet companies generally incorporate
complex software, which may contain errors, bugs or vulnerabilities.

e The prospects of internet companies may be significantly impacted by increased government
intervention and changes in laws, regulations and practice, which may result in claims, changes to
business practices, monetary penalties, increased cost of operations or declines in user growth, and
may also delay or impede the development of new products and services.

e All these may have impact on the business and/or profitability of the internet companies in which the
Sub-Fund invests and therefore may adversely affect the NAV of the Sub-Fund.

5. Concentration risk

e The Index is subject to concentration risk as a result of tracking the performance of companies active in
the cloud computing sector. This may result in greater volatility in the value of the Sub-Fund than more
diverse portfolios which comprise broad-based investments.

e The Index is subject to geographical concentration risks as a result of tracking the performance of
primarily the US and Hong Kong listed companies that have business operations in the field of cloud
computing. The value of the Sub-Fund may be more susceptible to adverse economic, political, policy,
foreign exchange, liquidity, tax, legal or regulatory event affecting the US and Hong Kong markets.

6. Risks associated with ADRs

e Exposure to ADRs may generate additional risks compared to a direct exposure to the corresponding
underlying stocks, in particular, the risk of non-segregation under applicable law of the depositary bank
who hold the underlying stock as collateral and its own assets. In case of bankruptcy of the depositary
bank, there could be a risk that the underlying shares would not be attributed to holders of ADRs,
although segregation is an integral part of the depositary agreement regulating the issuance of the
ADRs. In such case, the most likely scenario would be the trading suspension and thereafter a freeze of
the price of the ADRs impacted by such bankruptcy event. Bankruptcy events in respect of the
depositary banks issuing the ADRs may negatively affect the performance and/or the liquidity of the
Sub-Fund. There are fees related to ADRs, for example fees charged by banks for the custody of
underlying assets of ADRs, which may impact the performance of the ADRs. Also, holders of ADRs are
not direct shareholders of the underlying company and generally do not have voting and other
shareholder rights as shareholders do. The Sub-Fund may also be subject to liquidity risk as ADRs are
often less liquid than the corresponding underlying stocks.

e In addition, there is a risk that the ADRs of Mainland Chinese companies may be delisted as a result of
regulatory actions by the local government and/or stock exchange. In such an event, the value of such
ADRs may be adversely affected as such ADRs could become difficult to trade and to value, and certain
investors may not be allowed to invest in such ADRs. This may in turn have an adverse impact on the
NAV of the Sub-Fund.

7. Risks associated with investment in FDIs

Risks associated with FDIs include counterparty/credit risk, liquidity risk, valuation risk, volatility risk and
over-the-counter transaction risk. FDIs are susceptible to price fluctuations and higher volatility, and may
have large bid and offer spreads and no active secondary markets. The leverage element/component of
an FDI can result in a loss significantly greater than the amount invested in the FDI by the Sub-Fund.
Exposure to FDIs may lead to a high risk of significant loss by the Sub-Fund.

Securities lending transactions may involve the risk that the borrower may fail to return the securities
lent out in a timely manner and the value of the collateral may fall below the value of the securities lent
out.

Foreign exchange risk and other currency distributions risk

A portion of the Sub-Fund’s investments are denominated in HKD, therefore foreign exchange risk
exists between the Base Currency and the underlying investments currency. Also, the Sub-Fund's Base
Currency is in USD but the Shares are traded in HKD. The NAV of the Sub-Fund may be affected
unfavourably by fluctuations in the exchange rates between USD and HKD. Secondary market investors
may also be subject to additional costs or losses associated with fluctuations in the exchange rates
between HKD and the Base Currency when trading Shares in the secondary market.

Investors should note that all Shares will receive distributions in the Base Currency (USD) only. In the
event that the relevant Shareholder has no USD account, the Shareholder may have to bear the fees
and charges associated with the conversion of such distribution from USD to HKD or any other
currency. The Shareholder may also have to bear bank or financial institution fees and charges
associated with the handling of the distribution payment. Shareholders are advised to check with their
brokers regarding arrangements for distributions

Trading differences risks

As the NYSE and the NASDAQ may be open when Shares in the Sub-Fund are not priced, the value of
the securities in the Sub-Fund’s portfolio may change on days when investors will not be able to
purchase or sell the Sub-Fund’s Shares. Differences in trading hours between the NYSE / the NASDAQ
and the SEHK may also increase the level of premium or discount of the Share price to its NAV.

Reliance on market makers risk

Although the Manager will use its best endeavours to put in place arrangements so that at least one
market maker will maintain a market for the Shares and that at least one market maker gives not less
than 3 months’ notice prior to terminating market making arrangement under the relevant market maker
agreement, liquidity in the market for the Shares may be adversely affected if there is no or only one
market maker for the Shares. There is also no guarantee that any market making activity will be
effective.

Tracking error risk

The Sub-Fund may be subject to tracking error risk, which is the risk that its performance may not track
that of the Index exactly. This tracking error may result from the investment strategy used, and fees and
expenses. The Manager will monitor and seek to manage such risk in minimising tracking error. There
can be no assurance of exact or identical replication at any time of the performance of the Index.

Trading risk

The trading price of the Shares on the SEHK is driven by market factors such as the demand and supply
of the Shares. Therefore, the Shares may trade at a substantial premium or discount to the Sub-Fund’s
NAV.

As investors will pay certain charges (e.g. trading fees and brokerage fees) to buy or sell Shares on the
SEHK, investors may pay more than the NAV per Share when buying Shares on the SEHK, and may
receive less than the NAV per Share when selling Shares on the SEHK.

Risk of early termination

The Sub-Fund may be terminated early under certain circumstances, for example, where the Index is no
longer available for benchmarking or if the size of the Sub-Fund falls below USD10,000,000 (or its
equivalent in the Sub-Fund’s base currency). Investors may not be able to recover their investments and
suffer a loss when the Sub-Fund is terminated.

Risk relating to distributions paid out of capital

Payment of dividends out of capital or effectively out of capital amounts to a return or withdrawal of part
of an investor’s original investment or from any capital gains attributable to that original investment. Any
such distributions involving payment of dividends out of capital or effectively out of capital of the Sub-
Fund may result in an immediate reduction of the NAV per Share of the Sub-Fund.

Passive investment risk

The Sub-Fund is passively managed and the manager will not have the discretion to adapt to market

changes due to the inherent investment nature of the Sub-Fund. Falls in the index are expected to result
in corresponding falls in the value of the Sub-Fund.
