“Bodicare” and “invisi”. The Group also sells breast cream, panties, nude bras, swimwear, 
bras straps and pads, and waist bands; carries out trading of garments business; and provides 
beauty services.

Since year 2020, the market conditions in Hong Kong has been materially and adversely 
affected by the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic. As the fifth wave of the pandemic 
continues to spread across Hong Kong and the end is not yet in sight, it is believed that the 
retail industry will continue to be struggling at least in the forthcoming months. To prepare 
for the extended negative impact on the market recovery, the Board considers that the Placing 
represents a good and timely opportunity for the Company to strengthen the financial position 
of the Group and to maintain a healthy working capital position during this difficult time. The 
terms of the Placing Agreement (including the Placing Price and the placing commission) 
were determined after arm’s length negotiations between the Company and the Placing Agent. 
The Directors (including the independent non-executive Directors) consider that the terms 
of the Placing Agreement (including the Placing Price and the placing commission) are on 
normal commercial terms, fair and reasonable and in the interests of the Company and the 
Shareholders as a whole.
