The Nomination Committee of the Company has reviewed the structure and composition of the
Board, the confirmations and disclosures given by the Directors, the qualifications, skills and experience,
and contribution of the retiring Directors with reference to the nomination principles and criteria set out in
the Company’s Board Diversity Policy and Director Nomination Policy and the Company’s corporate
strategy, and the independence of all independent non-executive Directors. The Nomination Committee has
recommended to the Board on re-election of Mr. Chan Wai Lin and Mr. Choi Hon Ting Derek who are due
to retire at the Annual General Meeting. The Company considers that they will continue to bring valuable
business experience, knowledge and professionalism to the Board for its efficient and effective functioning
and diversity. Mr. Choi Hon Ting Derek, the retiring independent non-executive Director, has given the
annual written confirmation of his independence to the Company in accordance with the independence
guidelines set out in the GEM Listing Rules. The Company’s Nomination Committee and the Board are not
aware of any circumstance that would affect the independence of Mr. Choi Hon Ting Derek and are satisfied
that he has the required character, integrity, experience and knowledge to continue fulfilling the role of
independent non-executive Director.

Mr. Chan also obtained a degree of Master of
Business Administration from Webster University, USA, in August 2001.

Mr. Chan worked at State Street — Kansas City (formerly known as IFTC (Investors Fiduciary
Trust Company)) as fund accountant/portfolio administrator in March 1999 and as financial analyst
from May 2000 to March 2001. He was mainly responsible for preparing financial reports and
conducting ad hoc analysis on profitability of new fund accounts. Mr. Chan was employed by RR
Donnelley Roman Financial Limited, a financial printer, from March 2002 to March 2008 and his last
position was head of office in the business process outsourcing department. He was mainly
responsible for developing production strategies, planning projects and developing and implementing
procedures and systems.
