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Conditions of the Proposed Change of Company Name

The Proposed Change of Company Name is subject to the following conditions:

(i) the passing of a special resolution by the Shareholders at the forthcoming AGM
to approve, inter alia, the Proposed Change of Company Name; and

(ii) the Registrar approving the Proposed Change of Company Name.

Subject to the satisfaction of the conditions set out above, the Proposed Change of
Company Name will take effect from the date of entry of the new English name and the new
dual foreign name in Chinese of the Company on the register of companies maintained by the
Registrar and of the issuance of the Certificate of Incorporation on Change of Name by the
Registrar.

Reasons for the Proposed Change of Company Name

The Group is principally engaged in the provision of property agency services in respect
of commercial and industrial properties and shops, properties investment, credit business and
securities investment in Hong Kong.

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RE-ELECTION OF RETIRING DIRECTORS

In relation to item 2 set out in the AGM Notice, Mr. WONG Kin Yip, Freddie and Mr.
SHA Pau, Eric shall retire by rotation at the AGM in accordance with Article 87 of the
Articles and, being eligible, shall offer themselves for re-election. In accordance with Article
86(3) of the Articles, Mr. LO Chin Ho, Tony, Mr. WONG Alexander Yiu Ming, Mr. WONG
Chung Kwong and Mr. LI Wai Keung, who were appointed by the Board during the period,
shall hold office only until the AGM, and shall then be eligible for re-election at the AGM.

Mr. SHA Pau, Eric has served as an Independent Non-Executive Director for more than
nine years since March 2006. Pursuant to code provision B.2.3 of the CG Code, if an
independent non-executive director has served more than nine years, his further appointment
should be subject to a separate resolution to be approved by shareholders.

The Nomination Committee has reviewed the confirmation of independence from all

Shares may be listed. Such buy-backs may, depending on market conditions and funding

WONG is also the Chairman and Executive Director of Midland Holdings Limited (a
company listed on the Main Board of the Stock Exchange). Mr. WONG is the Honorary
Adviser of The Association of Hong Kong Professionals, and the chairman and permanent
director of Midland Charitable Foundation Limited. In addition, Mr. WONG was a member
of The Shenzhen Committee of the Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conference, a
member of the Estate Agents Authority in Hong Kong, a part-time member of the Central
Policy Unit of the Government of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region, and a vice
president of The Association of Hong Kong Professionals.
