Recommendation of the Nomination Committee

At the 2022 AGM, 

resolutions will be proposed to approve, inter alia, the granting of the Issuance Mandate and the 

Repurchase Mandate, the extension of the Issuance Mandate by the addition thereto of the nominal 

amount of Shares repurchased pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate, and the re-election of the 

retiring Directors.

1. REASONS FOR REPURCHASE OF SHARES

at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net asset value per Share and/or earnings per Share. The 

Directors are seeking the granting of the Repurchase Mandate to give the Company the flexibility 

to do so if and when appropriate.

On the basis that (i) the total issued share capital of the Company (being 

840,174,214 Shares) remains unchanged as at the date of the 2022 AGM; and (ii) the shareholding 

of Mr. Li (being 232,863,576 issued Shares) in the Company remains unchanged immediately 

after the full exercise of the Repurchase Mandate, in the event that the Directors exercise in full 

the power to repurchase Shares in accordance with the terms of the relevant ordinary resolution to 

be proposed at the 2022 AGM (presuming that apart from the decrease of the issued share capital 

arising from the said full exercise of the Repurchase Mandate, there is no other change in the 

Company’s issued share capital), the shareholding interest of Mr. Li in the issued Shares would be 

increased to approximately 30.80% of the total issued share capital of the Company.

shall not exceed 20% of the aggregate nominal amount of the issued share 

capital of the Company as at the date of passing of this resolution and the said 

approval shall be limited accordingly; and
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(d) for the purposes of this resolution:

“Relevant Period” means the period from the passing of this resolution until 

whichever is the earliest of:

(i) the conclusion of the next annual general meeting of the Company;

(ii) the revocation or variation of the authority given under this resolution 

by ordinary resolution passed by the Company’s shareholders in general 

meetings; and

(iii) the expiration of the period within which the next annual general meeting 

of the Company is required by the bye-laws of the Company or any

“Rights Issue” means an offer of shares open for a period fixed by the

(iii) the expiration of the period within which the next annual general meeting

9. To consider and, if thought fit, pass with or without amendments, the following 

resolution as an ordinary resolution:

“THAT conditional upon the passing of resolutions set out in items 7 and 8 of the 

notice convening this meeting (the “Notice”), the general mandate referred to in the 

resolution set out in item 7 of the Notice be and is hereby extended by the addition to 

the aggregate nominal amount of shares which may be allotted and issued or agreed 

conditionally or unconditionally to be allotted and issued by the Directors pursuant 

to such general mandate of an amount representing the aggregate nominal amount of 

shares purchased by the Company pursuant to the general mandate referred to in the 

resolution set out in item 8 of the Notice, provided that such amount shall not exceed 

10% of the aggregate nominal amount of the issued share capital of the Company as at 

the date of passing of this resolution.”.
