As stated in
the Circular, Mr. Wang and his associates, who held an aggregate of 488,920,138 Shares as
at the date of the EGM, were required to, and did, abstain from voting on all the resolutions
proposed at the EGM to approve the Supplemental Agreements and the respective transactions
contemplated thereunder. Save for the above, none of the other Shareholders have stated their
intention in the Circular to vote against or to abstain from voting on all the resolutions at the
EGM.
