Mr. Lo has been the Chairman and the Managing Director of the predecessor listed company of
the Group since 1985 and 1986, respectively. He is also an executive director, the chairman and the chief executive officer
of Paliburg Holdings Limited (“PHL"), Regal Hotels International Holdings Limited (“RHIHL") and Cosmopolitan International
Holdings Limited (“Cosmopolitan”), all listed subsidiaries of the Company, and a non-executive director and the chairman
of Regal Portfolio Management Limited (“RPML"), the manager of Regal Real Estate Investment Trust (the listed subsidiary
of RHIHL). Mr. Lo is a qualified architect. In his capacity as the Chief Executive Officer, Mr. Lo oversees the overall policy
and decision making of the Group. Mr. Lo is the father of Mr. Jimmy Lo Chun To and Miss Lo Po Man.

Mr. Lo Chun To (Alias: Jimmy), aged 49; Vice Chairman and Executive Director — Appointed to the Board in 1999. Mr.
Jimmy Lo has been a Vice Chairman of the Company since 2013. He is also an executive director, the vice chairman and
the managing director of PHL, an executive director of RHIHL, an executive director, a vice chairman and the managing
director of Cosmopolitan, and a non-executive director of RPML. Mr. Lo graduated from Cornell University, New York,
the United States, with a Degree in Architecture. Mr. Lo joined the Century City Group in 1998. He is primarily involved
in overseeing the Group's property projects in the People’s Republic of China (the “PRC") and, in addition, undertakes
responsibilities in the business development of the Century City Group. Mr. Lo is the son of Mr. Lo Yuk Sui and the brother
of Miss Lo Po Man.

Miss Lo Po Man, aged 43, Vice Chairman and Executive Director — Appointed to the Board in 2007. Miss Lo has been a
Vice Chairman of the Company since 2013. She is also an executive director of PHL, an executive director, a vice chairman
and the managing director of RHIHL, an executive director and a vice chairman of Cosmopolitan, and a non-executive
director and the vice chairman of RPML. Miss Lo graduated from Duke University, North Carolina, the United States,
with a Bachelor’s Degree in Psychology. Miss Lo joined the RHIHL Group in 2000 and is an experienced executive in sales
and marketing and corporate management. She oversees the sales and marketing function of the RHIHL Group and also
undertakes responsibilities in the business development of the Century City Group. Miss Lo is the daughter of Mr. Lo Yuk
Sui and the sister of Mr. Jimmy Lo Chun To.

Mr. Ng Kwai Kai (Alias: Kenneth), aged 68, Executive Director and Chief Operating Officer — Appointed to the Board
in 1989 and designated as the Chief Operating Officer in 2007. Mr. Kenneth Ng is also an executive director of PHL,
RHIHL and Cosmopolitan, and a non-executive director of RPML. Mr. Ng joined the Group in 1985 and is in charge of
the corporate finance, company secretarial and administrative functions of the Century City Group. Mr. Ng is a Chartered
Secretary.

Mr. Anthony Chuang, aged 78; Independent Non-Executive Director — Invited to the Board as Independent Non-

Executive Director in 1993. Mr. Chuang graduated from University of Notre Dame, South Bend, Indiana, the United States
and has extensive experience in the commercial field.

Mr. Leung So Po (Alias: Kelvin), aged 50, Executive Director — Appointed to the Board in 2010. Mr. Kelvin Leung has
been with the Group since 1997. He is also an executive director and the chief financial officer of Cosmopolitan. Mr. Leung
is involved in the corporate finance function as well as in the China business division of the Century City Group. Mr. Leung
holds a Bachelor's Degree in Business Administration and a Master of Laws Degree in Chinese Business Law both from The
Chinese University of Hong Kong. Mr. Leung is a member of the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants. Mr.
Leung has over 27 years of experience in accounting and corporate finance field.

Ms. Winnie Ng, JP, aged 59; Independent Non-Executive Director — Invited to the Board as Independent Non-Executive
Director in 2018. She is also an independent non-executive director of PHL and RHIHL since 2018. Ms. Ng holds an
MBA (Master of Business Administration) from University of Chicago and an MPA (Master of Public Administration) from
Harvard University. Ms. Ng has received numerous awards and recognition. In 2019, Ms. Ng received the Outstanding
Businesswomen Award and in 2017, she was appointed a Justice of the Peace. In 2016, she won Nobel Laureate Series:
Asian Chinese Leadership Award and China Top Ten Outstanding Women Entrepreneurs. In previous years, she received
recognitions as a Woman of Excellence in Hong Kong, one of 60 Meritorious Chinese Entrepreneurs with Achievement and
National Contribution, Yazhou Zhoukan Young Chinese Entrepreneur Award and was Mason Fellow of Harvard University.
Active in public service, Ms. Ng is Director of Po Leung Kuk, Member of Women's Commission, Member of Town Planning
Board, Director of CUHK Medical Centre, Director of HKBU Chinese Medicine Hospital, Advisor of Our Hong Kong
Foundation, Council Member of The Better Hong Kong Foundation, and Court Member of The Hong Kong Polytechnic
University. She was Chairman of Hospital Governing Committee of Prince of Wales Hospital from 2014 to 2020, Member of
Hong Kong Tourism Board and its Marketing & Business Development Committee Chairman, Member of Hospital Authority
and its Supporting Services Development Committee Chairman from 2010 to 2016, Member of Employees Retraining Board
and its Course Vetting Committee Convenor, and Member of Vocational Training Council from 2011 to 2017.

| am presenting herewith the Annual Report of the Company for the year ended 31st December, 2022.

FINANCIAL RESULTS

For the year ended 31st December, 2022, the Group recorded a consolidated loss attributable to shareholders of HK$158.7
million, as compared to a loss of HK$296.8 million incurred in the preceding year.

The Group reported an unaudited consolidated profit of HK$137.3 million in the six months ended 30th June, 2022. The
interim profit attained was primarily attributable to the profits from sale of properties mainly derived from the sale of the
houses and apartment units in Mount Regalia in Kau To developed by P&R Holdings Limited as well as from the presold
residential units in the third stage of the Regal Cosmopolitan City development in Chengdu, Mainland China undertaken by
Cosmopolitan International Holdings Limited, the relevant sale transactions of which were completed in the 2022 interim
period. Furthermore, the steady income generated by the seven hotels of the Group that were operating as quarantine
hotels or facilities under the various quarantine or isolation schemes implemented by the Hong Kong Government has also
contributed to the satisfactory financial results attained in the first half of 2022.

However, due to the rapid hike in the Hong Kong Interbank Offered Rates (HIBOR), on which the borrowing costs of
most of the bank loans of the Group are based, the financial expenses incurred by the Group in the second half of
2022 had substantially increased. Moreover, following the formal closure of the quarantine scheme by the Hong Kong
Government in late September 2022, the Group's hotels that were operating as quarantine hotels or facilities had to take
up some transitional time to prepare themselves for the resumption of normal business operations. This has also affected
the overall income of the Group's hotel operations in the second half of 2022. In addition, as the profits from property
sales accounted for in the second half of 2022 was much lower than the level attained in the first six months, the Group
reported a loss for the whole year of 2022 but the quantum has reduced as compared with 2021.

For the year under review, the Group attained a gross profit of HK$1,726.4 million (2021 - HK$1,494.8 million). After
accounting for mainly the administrative and property selling and marketing expenses, the operating profit before
depreciation and amortisation, finance costs and tax amounted to HK$1,089.6 million (2021 - HK$583.8 million, as there
was during that year a one-off impairment loss on goodwill relating to the Group's investment in Cosmopolitan in an
amount of HK$261.0 million).

Apart from property development and investment, another core asset of the Group comprises investments in hotels. As at
31st December, 2022, the Group held a portfolio of 12 hotels operating in Hong Kong. Except for the iclub AMTD Sheung
Wan Hotel that is owned by a joint venture 50% held by P&R, all the other 11 hotels are wholly owned and operated
within the Group and subject to depreciation charges to conform to applicable accounting standards. Total depreciation
charges on these 11 hotels in the year under review amounted to HK$693.8 million, including an amount of HK$121.0
million on the new Regala Skycity Hotel. Although these depreciation charges do not have any immediate impact on the
Group's cash flow, they have nevertheless adversely affected the Group’s financial results. After further accounting for
the increased finance costs and the income tax incurred (most of which was related to the property projects in China), the
Group recorded a loss attributable to shareholders of HK$158.7 million.

If the Group's hotel properties were instead to be stated in the Group's consolidated financial statements at their fair
values, with no depreciation charges required, the Group would have reported a profit for the year under review.

Supplementary information showing the adjusted net asset value of the Company of HK$3.51 per share as at 31st
December, 2022, after adjusting for the independent market valuations of the hotel properties in Hong Kong on the basis
therein presented, is contained in the paragraph headed “Assets Value” in the section headed “Management Discussion
and Analysis” in this Annual Report.

BUSINESS OVERVIEW

The Century City Group comprises a total of five listed entities in Hong Kong, with the Company acting as the ultimate
holding company of the Group. As at 31st December, 2022, the Company held approximately 62.3% shareholding in
Paliburg Holdings Limited, the principal subsidiary of the Company, and the core property and hotel businesses of the
Group are conducted through various subsidiaries of Paliburg.

As at 31st December, 2022, Paliburg held through its wholly owned subsidiaries a controlling shareholding interest
of approximately 69.3% in Regal Hotels International Holdings Limited, which primarily undertakes the Group’s hotel
business. Apart from its hotel ownership, operating and management businesses, Regal also owns a significant portfolio
of diversified business interests and holds approximately 74.9% of the outstanding units of Regal Real Estate Investment
Trust, the listed subsidiary of Regal that presently owns five Regal Hotels and four iclub Hotels in Hong Kong. Regal
Portfolio Management Limited, a wholly owned subsidiary of Regal, acts as the REIT Manager of Regal REIT.

The Group's property development and investment businesses in Hong Kong are principally conducted through P&R, a joint
venture 50/50 held by each of Paliburg and Regal and, effectively, a subsidiary of the Group. Regal also undertakes on its
own some property projects at appropriate times.

Apart from its property business, P&R also holds an effective controlling shareholding interest in Cosmopolitan, which is
primarily engaged in property business in China and other investments. As at 31st December, 2022, P&R held 49.2% of
the issued ordinary shares of Cosmopolitan and, in addition, holdings in the convertible bonds and convertible preference
shares of Cosmopolitan. If all its holdings in the convertible bonds and convertible preference shares of Cosmopolitan are
converted, P&R’s shareholding interest in Cosmopolitan will amount to 65.6% of Cosmopolitan’s enlarged capital, based
on its existing capital structure.

After the disposal of the freighter aircraft held by a wholly owned subsidiary of the Group upon expiry of its finance lease
in June 2021, the aircraft ownership and leasing business of the Group is presently only undertaken by Regal.

The Group effectively owns an aggregate of 48% interest (comprising 36% interest held through the Regal group and
12% interest held directly by wholly owned subsidiaries of the Company) in Century Innovative Technology group (CIT).
The remaining 52% effective interest in CIT is held by private companies owned by Mr. Lo Yuk Sui, the Chairman and
controlling shareholder of the Company. CIT is a dynamic edutainment company principally engaged in the production of
high-quality multimedia content as well as related products and services.

Further business update on CIT is contained in the section headed “Management Discussion and Analysis” in this Annual
Report.

As reported earlier, a wholly owned subsidiary of the Group entered into an agreement in March 2022 to acquire the entire
equity interest in a local securities brokerage company that started up in 2020. Following the completion of satisfactory
due diligence by the Group and the obtaining of requisite regulatory approvals, the acquisition was completed in February
2023. The securities brokerage company has been renamed to Cityline Securities Limited. At the same time, the Group is
actively working to promote the services of the securities brokerage company to the extensive customer base of the other
member companies of the Group, which should create mutual benefits. The Group considers that the diversification into
the brokerage business can help to broaden the business and revenue base of the Group.

The operational performance and business review of the Group’s listed members for the year under review are respectively
highlighted below.

PALIBURG HOLDINGS LIMITED

For the year ended 31st December, 2022, Paliburg recorded a consolidated loss attributable to shareholders of HK$217.7
million, as compared to a loss of HK$397.5 million incurred in the preceding year. Being the principal subsidiary of the
Company, major factors that have impacted on the financial performance of Paliburg in this financial year are similar to
those explained in the section on “Financial Results” of the Company above.

BUSINESS OVERVIEW

PROPERTIES

Due to the outbreak of the fifth wave of the COVID-19 pandemic in Hong Kong in the first half of 2022, the blocking
of traffic with the Mainland, the rising interest rates and the continuously weak market sentiment, the property sector in
Hong Kong underwent a marked correction in 2022. Although core underlying demand for residential properties remains
strong, many prospective purchasers have been deferring their buying decisions, pending the revival of a more positive
economic outlook. Transaction volume contracted sharply, both in the primary as well as the secondary markets. The
average price of residential flats dropped by more than 15% during the year, ending the rising trend that has persisted in
Hong Kong for over a decade.

Under this unfavourable market environment, the marketing plan and the sale progress of the Paliburg group’s property
projects in Hong Kong have been affected.

The Mount Regalia in Kau To, Sha Tin is a major luxury residential development undertaken by P&R. The development
has a total of 24 garden houses and 136 apartment units, together with car parks and club house facilities. Up to 31st
December, 2022, a total of 17 garden houses and 52 apartments have been sold or contracted to be sold at satisfactory
prices, of which the sale transactions for 14 houses and 39 apartment units had been completed. Sale transactions that
were completed in 2022 included 6 houses and 12 apartments and the profits therefrom have been accounted for in
the results for the year under review. Since the last year end date, 3 houses and 1 apartment unit have additionally been
contracted to be sold at satisfactory prices.

Apart from Mount Regalia, P&R owns a mixed portfolio of completed properties and hotels as well as properties held for
development in Hong Kong. These included the We Go MALL in Ma On Shan, Sha Tin, the iclub Mong Kok Hotel and a
50% interest in the iclub AMTD Sheung Wan Hotel. These properties are all being held for their operating and recurring
income.

On the property development side, P&R owns a commercial/residential project at Kam Wa Street in Shau Kei Wan and
requisite majority ownership interests in certain existing properties for a composite commercial/residential redevelopment
at Castle Peak Road. In addition, P&R also owns some remaining shop units and carparks in The Ascent in Sham Shui Po
and retained houses in Casa Regalia in Yuen Long, both of which are property developments completed by P&R in earlier
years.

REGAL HOTELS INTERNATIONAL HOLDINGS LIMITED

For the year ended 31st December, 2022, Regal recorded a consolidated loss attributable to shareholders of HK$358.3
million, as compared to a loss of HK$494.4 million incurred in the preceding financial year.

Regal reported an unaudited consolidated profit of HK$138.3 million in the six months ended 30th June, 2022. The
financial results of Regal in the second half of 2022 have likewise been affected by the rising interest rates and the
reduced operating income from hotel operations. Regal consequently reported a loss of HK$358.3 million for the whole
year of 2022 but the quantum has reduced as compared with 2021.

HOTELS
MARKET OVERVIEW

During the year under review, global economic conditions have deteriorated sharply, mainly caused by the declining
confidence along with high inflation, rapid monetary policy tightening in many advanced economies as well as the
disruptions associated with the war in Ukraine. Under this difficult external environment, coupled with the adverse impact
on economic activities due to the COVID-19 related restrictions that were imposed domestically in China for the most part
of the year, China’s Gross Domestic Product (GDP) for the year only posted a growth of 3.0%, which was below the target
of 5.5% set in early 2022. In Hong Kong, both external exports and domestic demand also declined, with its GDP having
contracted by 3.5% in 2022.

Stringent travel and quarantine measures continued to be imposed in Hong Kong until the end of the third quarter in
2022. While there was a mild rebound in visitor arrivals in the fourth quarter, incoming visitors to Hong Kong for the
whole year of 2022 only totalled 604,600, including 375,130 visitors from Mainland China. Although this total number
reflected an increase of more than 5 times year-on-year, due to the very low comparative base in 2021, it represented less
than 1% of the total visitor arrivals to Hong Kong in 2018 prior to the outbreak of the pandemic.

Based on a hotel survey published by the Hong Kong Tourism Board (HKTB), the average hotel occupancy rate for all the
surveyed hotels in different categories in 2022 was 66.0%, an increase of 3.0 percentage points from 2021, while the
industry-wide average room rate improved by 23.8%, with the average Revenue per Available Room (RevPAR) having
overall increased by 29.7% year-on-year.

HOTEL OWNERSHIP

Regal owns the Regala Skycity Hotel, which was developed by one of its wholly owned subsidiaries under a sublease from
the Airport Authority. This hotel commenced business in December 2021 and had since January 2022 been operated as a
quarantine facility or a quarantine hotel, until the ending of the quarantine scheme in late September 2022. It generated
very satisfactory operating income in the year under review.

Further details on the Regala Skycity Hotel and the latest update on the leasing status on the Barcelona hotel are contained
in the section headed “Management Discussion and Analysis” in this Annual Report.

REGAL REAL ESTATE INVESTMENT TRUST

For the year ended 31st December, 2022, Regal REIT recorded a consolidated profit before distributions to Unitholders
of HK$929.9 million, as compared to a profit of HK$577.1 million for the financial year 2021. The profit recorded for
the year under review included a fair value gain of HK$754.7 million arising from the increase in the appraised values of
Regal REIT's investment property portfolio, after accounting for the additional capital expenditures incurred, while for the
comparative year in 2021, a fair value gain of HK$309.3 million was recorded. If the effects of the fair value changes are
excluded, the core profit before distributions to Unitholders for 2022 would amount to HK$175.2 million, as compared to
HK$267.8 million for the preceding year.

Total distributable income for the year under review amounted to HK$204.8 million, as compared to HK$310.8 million
reported in 2021. The decrease in the total distributable income was mainly attributable to the increase in the financial
expenses incurred due to the rise in HIBOR, on which the borrowing costs of the bank loans of Regal REIT are based,
particularly since the second half of 2022.

Apart from the Regala Skycity Hotel, all the other nine hotels of the Regal group operating in Hong Kong are owned
through Regal REIT. These nine hotels include five Regal Hotels and four other hotels that are operating under the iclub
brand. Except for the iclub Wan Chai Hotel, all the other eight hotels owned by Regal REIT are leased to a wholly owned
subsidiary of Regal for hotel operations.

The iclub Wan Chai Hotel was the first iclub hotel in Hong Kong and is the only hotel self-operated by Regal REIT but also
managed by the Regal group. Due to its convenient location and its relatively small room inventory, this hotel continued to
operate favourably and generated improved operating profit during the year.

HOTEL OPERATIONS

Favour Link International Limited, a wholly owned subsidiary of Regal, is the lessee operating all the five Regal Hotels and
the three iclub Hotels under lease from Regal REIT.

In late September 2022, the Hong Kong Government removed the compulsory quarantine requirements on incoming
visitors, which officially marked the ending of the Designated Quarantine Hotel Scheme (DQHS). Apart from the Regala
Skycity Hotel, five of the hotels leased from Regal REIT, namely, the Regal Airport Hotel, the Regal Kowloon Hotel, the
Regal Oriental Hotel, the iclub Fortress Hill Hotel and the iclub To Kwa Wan Hotel (formerly known as the iclub Ma Tau
Wai Hotel), which were previously enrolled in different cycles of the DQHS and the Community Isolation Facility (CIF)
scheme during 2022, have since resumed normal hotel business operations.

Following the ending of the quarantine scheme in September 2022, the supply of hotel rooms in Hong Kong was refilled
with the room inventories of the hotels that were previously operating as quarantine hotels or facilities and this has led to
even more intense competition in the local hotel market. Additionally, due to the transitional time required by those of our
hotels to prepare for the resumption of normal hotel business operations, after having been operated as quarantine hotels
or facilities for some period of time, the operating income of the Regal group’s hotel portfolio in the second half of 2022
was lower than the level attained in the first half.
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CHAIRMAN'S STATEMENT (cont'd)

For year 2022 as a whole, the five Regal Hotels overall operated satisfactorily, with their combined average occupancy rate,
combined average room rate and, consequently, their combined RevPAR all having improved substantially year-on-year. In
accordance with the terms of the market rental packages determined by the independent professional property valuer, the
aggregate base rent of the five Regal Hotels was fixed at HK$475.0 million. For year 2023, the aggregate annual base rent
has been determined to be HK$480.0 million, which is slightly higher than the aggregate base rent for 2022, with variable
rent continuing to be based on 50% sharing of the excess of the aggregate net property income of the Regal Hotels over
their aggregate base rent.

The other three iclub Hotels, namely, the iclub Sheung Wan Hotel, the iclub Fortress Hill Hotel and the iclub To Kwa
Wan Hotel, likewise achieved substantial improvement in their hotel operations during the year. Aggregate rental paid by
Favour Link to Regal REIT for these three hotels for 2022 amounted to HK$119.4 million, which included variable rent of
HK$10.8 million with respect to the iclub Fortress Hill Hotel. The initial lease term for the iclub To Kwa Wan Hotel expired
in September 2022 and the REIT Manager of Regal REIT has exercised its option under the lease agreement to extend the
lease term to 31st December, 2027.

Based on the market rental reviews determined by the independent professional property valuer under the terms of the
leases, the aggregate base rent for these three iclub Hotels for 2023 was determined to be HK$92.0 million, which was
approximately 13.6% above their aggregate base rent in 2022, with variable rent similarly to be based on 50% sharing of
the excess of the net property income over the base rent of each individual hotel.

Further details on the hotel properties wholly owned by the Regal group are contained in the section headed “Management
Discussion and Analysis” in this Annual Report.

HOTEL MANAGEMENT

Apart from the Regala Skycity Hotel, the five Regal Hotels and four iclub Hotels that are owned by Regal REIT are all
managed by Regal Hotels International Limited (RHI), the wholly owned management arm of the Regal group. RHI is also
the hotel manager managing the iclub Mong Kok Hotel and the iclub AMTD Sheung Wan Hotel that are 100% and 50%,
respectively, owned by P&R.

In Mainland China, RHI is presently managing a total of four Regal Hotels, including two in Shanghai, one in Dezhou and
one in Xian. One new hotel under development in Chengdu will also be managed by the Regal group.

PROPERTIES

Apart from its 50% joint venture interest held in P&R, the Regal group itself owns a portfolio of investment and
development properties.

The Queens at Queen’s Road West, Hong Kong is a commercial/residential project recently developed by a wholly
owned subsidiary of Regal. The project has a total of 130 residential units with club house facilities and commercial
accommodations. The occupation permit for this project was issued in August 2022 and the sales of the units contracted to
be sold on the first launch of the units presale in 2021 have been duly completed before the end of 2022. The Regal group
is planning to relaunch the sale of the units later this year when the market environment is considered to be appropriate.

In the meanwhile, the Regal group is undertaking a commercial/residential redevelopment project at Hai Tan Street in Sham
Shui Po, Hong Kong. At present, the Regal group still owns 9 garden houses in Regalia Bay, some of which will continue to
be disposed of if the prices offered are considered to be satisfactory.

In overseas, the Regal group also owns a renovation for sale property project in Lisbon, Portugal and a historical building
located at a prime location in London pending finalisation of development plan.

AIRCRAFT OWNERSHIP AND LEASING

At present, the Regal group owns a fleet of 3 Airbus passenger aircraft, two of which are on operating leases with a major
international airline operator in Europe and are running on normal terms. The other remaining aircraft was repossessed by
the Regal group in November 2021 due to the default of the lessee and a disposition proposal is being finalised with the
aircraft manager.

COSMOPOLITAN INTERNATIONAL HOLDINGS LIMITED

For the year ended 31st December, 2022, Cosmopolitan recorded a profit attributable to shareholders of HK$4.0 million,
while in the preceding year, a profit of HK$33.6 million was attained.

The decrease in the profit attained by Cosmopolitan in the year under review, as compared to the preceding financial
year, was primarily attributable to the comparatively lower level of revenue derived from the sale of properties in its two
major development projects in Chengdu and Tianjin in the PRC and, additionally, in the preceding year, there was relatively
substantial profit contribution from its securities investment business.

BUSINESS OVERVIEW

Due to the COVID-19 related restrictions that were imposed in China for the most part of the year, overall economic
activities in China deteriorated markedly in 2022. China’s Gross Domestic Product for the year only posted a growth of
3.0%, which was below the target of 5.5% set in early 2022.

The real estate market in China remained weak, with the turnover volume on both primary and secondary commodity
property sales having further retracted as compared with 2021. Since the end of 2022, the central government of China
has released a series of policy measures targeted to relieving the liquidity crisis encountered by many real estate developers
in the Mainland and, at the same time, to boost the household demand for residential properties by lowering the mortgage
rates and the easing of home purchase restrictions in many cities.

As mentioned before, the profit attained by Cosmopolitan from property sales for the year under review was mainly
derived from the sale of the remaining residential units in the third stage of its Regal Cosmopolitan City development in
Chengdu that were presold before 2022 but the revenues were only recognised and accounted for in the first half of 2022
when the relevant sale transactions and hand over procedures were completed.

Apart from some residential units, shops and carparks in the third stage of Regal Cosmopolitan City development which
will continue to be sold, the remaining components in this composite project still in the course of development comprise
a commercial complex (including a six-storey shopping mall podium), five towers of office accommodation and a hotel
building. As indicated before, the discussions with the Regal group, regarding its possible acquisition of the hotel are
ongoing.
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CHAIRMAN'S STATEMENT (cont'd)

The Cosmopolitan group’s other composite development project in China, the Regal Renaissance, is located in Tianjin.
The project consists of residential, commercial and office components, which have been completed in stages. Like the
Regal Cosmopolitan City project, most of the residential units in this development have also been sold in prior years. The
remaining major components comprise two office towers and a four-storey commercial podium, the construction works for
which were completed in December 2021 and the relevant completion certificate obtained in March 2022. Having regard
to the sluggish market environment in the past year, the sale programme for one of the office towers, which was originally
planned to commence in 2022, is now proposed to be launched later this year.

OUTLOOK

The growth in the global economy is expected to decelerate in 2023, being overshadowed by the global recessionary
concerns and the global financial crisis. However, in China, the recent reopening of its economy is paving the way for a
recovery in the post-pandemic era at an increasing pace and the Central Government of China has set a target of about
5% for the growth in its national economy in 2023. Locally, the overall economic sentiment in Hong Kong is improving
alongside the revival of social and economic activities and the Hong Kong Government has recently projected that the
Hong Kong's economy will visibly rebound between 3.5% to 5.5% in the current year as a whole. Moreover, being the
key city and financial center in the Greater Bay Area for capital investments, international trades and the provision of
professional and financial services, Hong Kong will continue to benefit from the many business opportunities during the
process of its further integration into the overall development of China.

REGAL GROUP

Normal travel between Hong Kong and the Mainland has resumed in phases from early January this year and all borders
with the Mainland were later reopened for normal operation in early February. In the meantime, the Hong Kong
Government has also cancelled the requirement for the isolation of people infected with COVID-19 and relaxed most of the
health control measures, paving the way for Hong Kong to return to full normalcy. Bearing in mind that the visitor arrivals
to Hong Kong in 2022 represented less than 1% of their peak record during the pre-pandemic times, the pent up demand
for travelling to Hong Kong is significant and we expect the tourism industry in Hong Kong to stage a strong recovery in
2023,

The Hong Kong Government and the HKTB have been actively promoting a large-scale “Hello Hong Kong” campaign,
including the giving away of 500,000 free airline tickets, aimed to attract tourists to Hong Kong from all over the world.
At the same time, we also anticipate business travel to Hong Kong to rapidly revive, as over 30 large-scale international
meetings, incentive travels, conventions and exhibition events are planned to be staged in Hong Kong in 2023, including
some events that will be held in Hong Kong for the first time.

Although the financial results of the Regal group may still be negatively impacted if HIBOR continues to persist at the
present or at even higher levels, the Regal group believes that the worst times should be over.

The Regal group owns a strong portfolio of quality assets and diversified business interests and is well positioned for
business recovery as economic conditions in Hong Kong return to normalcy.

COSMOPOLITAN GROUP

With the economic activities in China gradually returning to normalcy after three years of pandemic disruptions, the
overall economy of China is set to stage a strong recovery in 2023. On the other hand, the series of easing policies and
measures introduced by the central government in China since the end of 2022 to support the real estate market in the
Mainland are generating positive impact to stabilise market expectations and restore investment confidence. Property
prices and transaction volume in both the primary and secondary commodity property market are expected to steadily pick
up in the coming few months, although the level of new investments in the real estate sector may take a longer time to
revive. However, any adverse changes in some critical external factors, including the disruptions from the war in Ukraine,
increasing geopolitical tensions and global inflationary pressures, may pose significant threat to the global economy.

Barring unforeseen circumstances, the Cosmopolitan group anticipates that it will be able to secure substantial cash flow
from the sale of the remaining components in its two composite property projects in Chengdu and Tianjin over the course
of the next few years. The Cosmopolitan group will continue to seek, with prudence, business expansion opportunities that
suit its development objectives.

PALIBURG GROUP

After three years of significant business disruptions, Hong Kong is back on the path for a sustainable recovery. The Hong
Kong Government has recently introduced a number of policies to attract foreign investments and talents from China and
overseas, which should help to strengthen the competitiveness of Hong Kong in the long term.

With the resurging influx of inbound visitors from China, the investor sentiment in Hong Kong has improved. Market
responses towards sales and/or presales of residential units launched by developers recently have been favourable and the
prices of different classes of residential properties have also stabilised. Although the tender results of the land sales by the
Hong Kong Government in the past few months were below market expectations, that can be attributed to the huge size
of their capital commitments involved while the overall financial environment was still relatively weak.

Having regard to the resilience of the Hong Kong economy and the strong underlying demand for different types of
properties, the property market in Hong Kong is expected to steadily revive. However, the high level of interest rates and
the external environment are posing significant uncertainties.

The Paliburg group owns through P&R and its listed subsidiaries a solid portfolio of quality assets in the property and hotel
sectors, which are contributing steady revenues. Having successfully steered through the past difficult years caused by the
pandemic, the directors of Paliburg are optimistic that the Paliburg group’s businesses will be able to deliver improving
performance, in tandem with the pace of economic recoveries in Hong Kong and China.

CENTURY CITY GROUP

As above mentioned and with an aim to further broaden the business base of the Group, a wholly owned subsidiary of
the Company has recently expanded into the securities brokerage business of the financial services sector. As the ultimate
controlling shareholder of a diversified listed group, the Company will continue to review different business proposals as
well as investment opportunities that can facilitate the future development of the Group as a whole.

The Group has built up over the past years through its various member companies a solid portfolio of assets that are
diversified in different business segments as well as geographically.

Although the future economic outlook is still filled with challenges and uncertainties, the Directors remain optimistic of the
prospects of the Group as a whole in the coming years.

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

BUSINESS REVIEW

The Group’s significant investments and principal business activities mainly comprise property development and investment,
construction and building related businesses, hotel ownership, hotel operation and management, asset management,
aircraft ownership and leasing and other investments including financial assets investments.

The principal businesses of Paliburg Holdings Limited (“PHL"), the Group's listed intermediate subsidiary, comprise its
investment in Regal Hotels International Holdings Limited (“RHIHL"), its property development and investment businesses
(including those undertaken in Hong Kong through P&R Holdings Limited (“P&R"), the joint venture with RHIHL, and those
in the People’s Republic of China ("PRC") through Cosmopolitan International Holdings Limited (“Cosmopolitan”), which
is a listed subsidiary of P&R), construction and building related businesses, and other investment businesses. The business
review of the PHL group, including the commentary on the business sectors in which it operates, the changes in the
general market conditions and their potential impact on its operating performance and future prospects, is contained in
the preceding Chairman’s Statement.

The significant investments and business interests of RHIHL comprise hotel ownership business, which is principally
undertaken through Regal Real Estate Investment Trust (“Regal REIT”) (a listed subsidiary of the Company and PHL held
through RHIHL), hotel operation and management businesses, asset management of Regal REIT, property development
and investment, including those undertaken through the joint venture in P&R, aircraft ownership and leasing and other
investment businesses. The business review of RHIHL and Regal REIT for the year, including the commentary on the
business sectors in which the RHIHL group operates, the changes in general market conditions and their potential impact
on its operating performance and future prospects, is contained in the preceding Chairman’s Statement.

The Group has no immediate plans for material investments or capital assets, other than those disclosed in the sections
headed “Business Overview"” and “Outlook” in the preceding Chairman’s Statement and in this section.

CENTURY INNOVATIVE TECHNOLOGY GROUP (CIT)

The Group effectively owns an aggregate of 48% interest (comprising 36% interest held through the Regal group and
12% interest directly held by wholly owned subsidiaries of the Company) in 8D Matrix Limited, an associate of the Group
which wholly owns CIT. The remaining 52% interest in 8D Matrix is held by private companies owned by Mr. Lo Yuk Sui,
the Chairman and controlling shareholder of the Company. CIT is a dynamic edutainment company principally engaged in
the production of high-quality multimedia content as well as related products and services.

To promote positive values and emotional intelligence to young learners, CIT has collaborated with KFC since 2017 and
distributed close to 7 million books across 5,000 KFC outlets in China and plans to continue this collaboration in 2023. CIT
also launched a complete series of bilingual books which are available on popular online platforms such as Taobao and JD.

To meet the growing demand for environmental and sustainability education, CIT is currently exploring further opportunities
to collaborate with the world's leading edutainment platforms to deepen its social impact, brand recognition and positive
influence all over the world. Leveraging the Group's recent investments in the nascent metaverse and Web3, CIT will strive
to offer even more engaging, immersive and “joyful learning” experiences to its many fans in the years to come. Specific
ideas under consideration include “learn-and-earn” virtual games that instill practical lessons on everyday sustainable
consumption, as well as virtual merchandise in the form of NFTs and digital assets.

By adapting to the constantly changing landscape, management is confident that the portfolio of high-quality content,
products, and services in collaboration with its world-class partners will further CIT's strategic vision to support the global
community.

PALIBURG HOLDINGS LIMITED

P&R HOLDINGS LIMITED

P&R is a 50/50 owned joint venture established by PHL and RHIHL, with capital contributions provided by PHL and RHIHL
on a pro-rata basis in accordance with their respective shareholdings. As PHL owns a controlling shareholding interest
in RHIHL, P&R is, effectively, a subsidiary of PHL and the Company. P&R's business scope encompasses the development
of real estate projects for sale and/or leasing, the undertaking of related investment and financing activities, and the
acquisition or making of any investments (directly or indirectly) in the financial assets of or interests in, or extending loans
to, any private, public or listed corporations or undertakings that have interests in real estate projects or other financial
activities where the underlying assets or security comprise real estate properties.

Further information relating to the property development projects being undertaken and properties owned by the P&R
group in Hong Kong (which, unless otherwise denoted, are all wholly owned by the P&R group) is set out below:

Domus and Casa Regalia, Nos.65-89 Tan Kwai Tsuen Road, Yuen Long, New Territories

This residential project, which was completed in 2016, has a site area of approximately 11,192 square metres (120,470
square feet) and provides a total of 170 units, comprising 36 garden houses and a low-rise apartment block with 134
units, having aggregate gross floor area of approximately 11,192 square metres (120,470 square feet).

All the units in the apartment block, named Domus, had been sold. The garden houses comprised within this development
are named as Casa Regalia. At present, 8 houses in Casa Regalia are still being retained and will be disposed of on a
gradual basis.

We Go MALL, No.16 Po Tai Street, Ma On Shan, Sha Tin, New Territories

This development has a site area of 5,090 square metres (54,788 square feet) and a maximum permissible gross floor area
of 15,270 square metres (164,364 square feet). The site has been developed into a shopping mall with 5 storeys above
ground level and 1 storey of basement floor. This shopping mall was opened for business in 2018 and is held for rental
income. The leasing status of this shopping mall remained stable during the year. It is anticipated that, after the uplifting
of the pandemic restrictions, its leased out ratio and rental levels will gradually improve.

The Ascent, No.83 Shun Ning Road, Sham Shui Po, Kowloon

This is a project undertaken pursuant to a tender award by the Urban Renewal Authority of Hong Kong in 2014. The land
has a site area of 824.9 square metres (8,879 square feet) and has been developed into a 28-storey commercial/residential
building (including 1 basement floor) with total gross floor area of 7,159 square metres (77,059 square feet), providing
157 residential units, 2 storeys of shops and 1 storey of basement carparks. The project was completed in 2018. All the
residential units as well as certain shops and carparks have already been sold. The remaining 2 shops and 5 carparks will
continue to be marketed for sale.
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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS (conta)

Mount Regalia, 23 Lai Ping Road, Kau To, Sha Tin, New Territories

The project has a site area of 17,476 square metres (188,100 square feet) which has been developed into a luxury
residential complex comprising 7 mid-rise apartment blocks with 136 units, 24 detached garden houses and 197 car
parking spaces, with aggregate gross floor area of approximately 32,474 square metres (349,547 square feet). The
occupation permit was issued in September 2018 and the certificate of compliance in February 2019.

This development received eight international awards including winner of Luxury Lifestyle Awards as Best Luxury Residential
Development and Best Luxury Sustainable Residential Development in Hong Kong in 2021 as well as for the superb interior
designs of certain of its show houses and apartment units.

Up to the present time, a total of 20 garden houses and 53 apartment units have been sold or contracted to be sold at
satisfactory prices (total sale price of HK$4,300.8 million), of which the sale transactions for 15 houses and 45 apartment
units (total sale price of HK$3,422.3 million) have been completed. Sale transactions that were completed during the year
included 6 houses and 12 apartment units (total sale price of HK$997.2 million) and the profits derived therefrom already
accounted for in the results under review. The remaining 4 houses and 83 apartments command significant sale value and,
apart from the house that is being used as property, plant and equipment, they will continue to be sold on a gradual basis.

iclub Mong Kok Hotel, 2 Anchor Street, Tai Kok Tsui, Kowloon

This is a hotel development project undertaken through a tender award by the Urban Renewal Authority of Hong Kong
in 2015. The project has a site area of 725.5 square metres (7,809 square feet), with total permissible gross floor area
of approximately 6,529 square metres (70,278 square feet) and covered floor area of approximately 9,355 square metres
(100,697 square feet).

The project has been developed into a 20-storey hotel, comprising 288 guestrooms with ancillary facilities, which was
opened for business in March 2019. The hotel is presently self-operated by P&R and managed by the RHIHL group.

iclub AMTD Sheung Wan Hotel, No.5 Bonham Strand West, Sheung Wan, Hong Kong

The project has an aggregate site area of approximately 345 square metres (3,710 square feet) and has been developed
into a hotel with 98 guestrooms and suites (total 162 room bays), with total gross floor area of approximately 5,236
square metres (56,360 square feet) and covered floor area of approximately 7,118 square metres (76,618 square feet).

Following the divesture by P&R of a 50% beneficial interest in December 2019, the property is presently 50% owned by
each of P&R and AMTD Properties (HK) Limited. This hotel was officially opened for business in November 2020 and has
since been self-operated by the joint venture entity and managed by the RHIHL group.

Nos.9-19 Kam Wa Street, Shau Kei Wan, Hong Kong

The subject properties, which were acquired through private treaty transactions, have a total site area of 518 square
metres (5,580 square feet). The demolition works for this project have been completed and the scheme for a commercial/
residential development is being finalised.
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Nos.291-293 and 301-303 Castle Peak Road, Cheung Sha Wan, Kowloon

The properties presently comprise interests in over 80% undivided shares of N0s.291-293 Castle Peak Road and 100%
ownership interests of Nos.301-303 Castle Peak Road. The properties have a total site area of 488 square metres (5,260
square feet) and are intended for a composite commercial/residential redevelopment. The legal procedures for Land
Compulsory Sale through the Lands Tribunal to consolidate 100% ownership interests in the relevant properties are
progressing.

Certain of the existing properties are presently classified as a Grade 2 Historic Building. A conservation proposal in
conjunction with the proposed development is being discussed with the relevant government authorities, which would
involve conserving the verandah portion of historical heritage within the new development, thus preserving its unique
iconic image in the vicinity.

REGAL HOTELS INTERNATIONAL HOLDINGS LIMITED

RHIHL is a listed subsidiary of PHL. Further information relating to the property projects undertaken and the principal
properties owned by RHIHL group (other than those owned by Regal REIT), which are all wholly owned by RHIHL, is set out
below:

Hong Kong
Regala Skycity Hotel, the Hong Kong International Airport

In February 2017, a wholly owned subsidiary of RHIHL was awarded by the Airport Authority in Hong Kong the
development right for a new hotel project at the Hong Kong International Airport.

The hotel project has a site area of approximately 6,650 square metres (71,580 square feet) and permissible gross floor
area of 33,700 square metres (362,750 square feet) and is situated at a site surrounded by Terminal 2 of the Hong Kong
International Airport, the Asia World-Expo and SkyPier. The hotel project is the first phase of the mega SKYCITY Project by
the Airport Authority, which also contains large scale retail and office spaces as well as dining and entertainment facilities.

The hotel has 13 storeys (including one basement floor) with a total of 1,208 guestrooms and suites, complemented with
extensive banquet, meeting and food and beverage facilities. This new hotel embraces a wide range of sustainable features
in its building design, construction and operation and was awarded Gold Rating under BEAM Plus Certification and
EarthCheck Design Certified Gold Rating. The hotel licence was issued in November 2021. The hotel was soft opened for
business in December 2021 and its grand opening will be launched in April 2023.

The Queens, No.160 Queen’s Road West, Hong Kong

The project has a combined site area of 682 square metres (7,342 square feet) and has been developed into a commercial/
residential development with gross floor area of about 5,826 square metres (62,711 square feet). The development has a
total of 130 residential units with club house facilities on the second floor and commercial accommodations on the ground
and first floors. The occupation permit for this development was obtained in August 2022.

The presale of the first batch of the residential units was first launched in April 2021 and the sale transactions for the units
presold have been duly completed before the end of 2022.
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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS (conta)

Nos.227-227C Hai Tan Street, Sham Shui Po, Kowloon

The judicial proceedings for the Land Compulsory Sale have been completed and the Regal group presently owns 100%
ownership interests in the subject redevelopment properties. The properties have a total site area of 431 square metres
(4,644 square feet) and are intended for a commercial/residential development with gross floor area of about 3,691 square
metres (39,733 square feet).

Regalia Bay, 88 Wong Ma Kok Road, Stanley, Hong Kong

The Regal group still retains a total of 9 garden houses in Regalia Bay with total gross area of about 4,178 square metres
(44,972 square feet), 3 of which are held as investment properties, 4 held for sale and 2 as property, plant and equipment
and right-of-use assets. Some of these remaining houses will continue to be disposed of if the prices offered are considered
favourable.

Overseas

Campus La Mola, Barcelona, Spain

This hotel property has a total of 186 guestrooms and was acquired by the Regal group in 2014. The hotel was initially
operated by the Regal group and was subsequently leased to an independent third party pursuant to a lease agreement in
September 2017. The Regal group has recently reached a formal settlement arrangement with the lessee of the property,
pursuant to which the outstanding and disputed rentals and other related payments have been settled by the lessee and
the lease with the lessee extended on more favourable leasing terms.

41 Kingsway, London WC2B 6TP, the United Kingdom

This is a freehold historical building located at a prime location in London, acquired by the Regal group in 2019. Currently
vacant, this iconic property has total 9 storeys (including 1 basement) with a total gross floor area of approximately 2,150
square metres (23,140 square feet).

The rehabilitation plan is to conserve in whole the building’s historical heritage. In view of the recent changes in the
market environment, alternative business plans and readaptation programmes are under study with the aim to optimising
the intrinsic value of this unique property.

Fabrik, Rua Dos Fanqueiros 156, Lisbon, Portugal

This is a rehabilitation and renovation project of a historical building located in a heritage conservation area of Lisbon,
acquired in 2019 by an entity that is now wholly owned by the Regal group. This building has a total gross floor area of
about 1,836 square metres (19,768 square feet), comprising residential apartments as well as shops on ground floor. The
renovation works are underway and expected to be completed by mid 2023. The apartment units and shops are intended
to be marketed for sale after completion of the renovation works.
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COSMOPOLITAN INTERNATIONAL HOLDINGS LIMITED

Cosmopolitan is a listed subsidiary of P&R. Further information relating to the property projects of the Cosmopolitan group
in the PRC, all of which are wholly owned, is set out below:

Chengdu Project — Regal Cosmopolitan City

Located in the Xindu District in Chengdu, Sichuan Province, the project is a mixed use development consisting of
residential, hotel, commercial and office components, with an overall total gross floor area of approximately 495,000
square metres (5,330,000 square feet).

The development works of third stage were already completed. Nearly all of the residential units in the third stage have
been presold by early 2021. Total proceeds from the contracted presales and sales of the residential units amounted to
approximately RMB2,046.2 million (HK$2,337.8 million). The aggregate sale considerations of those presold residential
units in the third stage, whose handover procedures were completed during the course of 2022, amounted to RMB787.3
million (HK$915.6 million). The property income derived from the completed sales of residential and commercial units and
car parking spaces in the third stage, before impairment loss on ascribed goodwill, tax and selling expense, amounted to
HK$337.0 million, which has been accounted for in the year under review.

The sale of the shops with about 4,110 square metres (44,250 square feet) comprised in the third stage is in progress.
Up to date, a total of 3,933 square meters (42,335 square feet) of shops have been sold or contracted to be sold, at
aggregate sale considerations of approximately RMB90.9 million (HK$103.9 million). The sale of the 1,389 car parking
spaces is continuing and, up to date, 453 car parking spaces have been sold or contracted to be sold, for aggregate sales
proceeds of approximately RMB49.5 million (HK$56.6 million). The procedures for the hand over of most of the shop units
and car parking spaces sold have already been completed and the revenues accounted for in the year under review.

The interior construction works of the 325-room hotel for the procurement of the Completion Certificate are in progress
and expected to be completed in the third quarter of 2023. The interior fitting-out works for the guestrooms and the
podium based on the revised design scheme are planned to commence after the procurement of the Completion Certificate
and the hotel is scheduled to open in phases after the completion of the respective fitting-out works.

The construction works of the remaining commercial components within the development, comprising a commercial
complex of about 52,500 square metres (565,100 square feet) and five towers of office accommodations of about 86,000
square metres (925,700 square feet) are in steady progress. All the office towers, the commercial facilities as well as the
six-storey shopping mall podium have been topped-off. The market repositioning works of the shopping mall and certain
office towers are also in progress. The pre-sale of the shops of about 2,650 square metres (28,550 square feet) comprised
in the commercial facilities has commenced in 2022. Up to date, a total of 229 square metres (2,465 square feet) of shops
have been pre-sold or contracted to be pre-sold, at aggregate sale considerations of approximately RMB6.5 million (HK$7.4
million).

The presale programme for the units in one of the office towers, consisting of 434 units with a total of about 20,000
square metres (215,200 square feet), has commenced in May 2021. Up to date, 140 office units with a total of about
5,983 square meters (64,400 square feet) have been subscribed by prospective purchasers or presold under contracts, for
an aggregate sale consideration of RMB52.4 million (HK$59.9 million). The presale of the remaining four office towers,
consisting of 1,356 units with a total of about 66,000 square metres (710,500 square feet), will follow in phases with
regard to the market environment.
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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS (conta)

Tianjin Project — Regal Renaissance

Located in the Hedong District in Tianjin, this project is a mixed use development comprising residential, commercial and
office components with total gross floor area of about 145,000 square metres (1,561,000 square feet).

Nearly all of the residential units have been sold. The progress on the sale of the commercial complex, comprising mainly
shops of about 19,000 square metres (205,000 square feet), has been relatively slow. Certain parts of the commercial
complex have been leased out for rental income.

The superstructure works of the remaining two office towers and the four-storey commercial podium have been completed
and the Completion Certificates obtained in March 2022. The sale programme for one of the office towers, consisting of
137 units with a total of about 17,530 square metres (188,700 square feet), has been delayed on account of the changed
market environment and is now planned to be launched later this year. Depending on the sale progress, the sale of the
other office tower, consisting of 247 units with a total of about 39,210 square metres (422,000 square feet), may be
launched in phases thereafter. The market repositioning works for the commercial podium are in progress.

Xinjiang Project

This is a re-forestation and land grant project for a land parcel with site area of about 7,600 mu undertaken in accordance
with the relevant laws and policies in Urumgi, Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region. The Cosmopolitan group has re-
forested an aggregate area of about 4,300 mu within the project site and in accordance with the relevant government
policies of Urumgi, a parcel of land with an area of about 1,843 mu (1,228,700 square metres) would be available for real
estate development after the requisite inspection, land grant listing and tender procedures are completed.

The Cosmopolitan group continues to maintain the overall re-forested area. In the meanwhile, the Cosmopolitan group is
communicating with the relevant government authority to initiate appropriate measures to settle the disputes over certain
portions of the land in the project site that have been illegally occupied. Based on the legal advice obtained, the legitimate
interests of the Cosmopolitan group in the relevant re-forestation contract remain valid and effective.

FINANCIAL ASSETS AND OTHER INVESTMENTS

The Group holds a significant portfolio of investments comprising listed securities and other investments, including
investment funds, private equities, bonds as well as treasury and yield enhancement products. The global capital market
during the year was very difficult and volatile and the stock market in Hong Kong further weakened. The Group’s
performance in this business sector has been adversely affected and recorded a net loss in its financial assets investments
business during the year under review.

In April 2022, a wholly owned subsidiary of Regal entered into an agreement with an independent third party for the
acquisition of participation right in the performance of certain issued securities of Sygnum Bank AG, a digital asset bank
based in Switzerland and Singapore. The participation is anticipated to provide the Regal group with an opportunity to
expand its investment portfolio and to diversify its income sources to the digital assets market. Further information on this
investment is contained in the joint announcement published on 12th April, 2022.
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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS (cont'd)

The Regal group also acquired in April 2022 an estate in The Sandbox, a leading decentralized gaming virtual world, to
launch its MetaGreen project in the metaverse. Located in Mega City 2, MetaGreen will be the first sustainability-themed
or green metropolis in The Sandbox, which will have different interactive experiences including Regal Hotels’ green hotel
& residence, MetaGreen Mall, Art Park, MetaGreen Convention Center, MetaGreen Academy and more. By harnessing
the power of Web3 and GameFi, MetaGreen aims to promote eco-friendly choices and foster a sustainable community to
support the transition to a circular economy and race to carbon net zero.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

ASSETS VALUE

All the hotel properties of the Group in Hong Kong owned by Regal REIT, with the exception of the iclub Sheung Wan Hotel,
the iclub Fortress Hill Hotel and the iclub To Kwa Wan Hotel (formerly known as the iclub Ma Tau Wai Hotel), were stated in
the financial statements at their fair values as at 7th May, 2012 when RHIHL, together with Regal REIT, became subsidiaries
of the Group, plus subsequent capital additions and deducting accumulated depreciation. Moreover, the iclub Sheung Wan
Hotel, the iclub Fortress Hill Hotel and the iclub To Kwa Wan Hotel were stated in the Group’s financial statements at cost
after full elimination of the unrealised gain arising from the disposal of the hotels by P&R to Regal REIT, while the iclub
Mong Kok Hotel owned by P&R and the Regala Skycity Hotel owned by the RHIHL group, completed in 2019 and 2021
respectively, are stated at cost, and they are all also subject to depreciation. For the purpose of providing supplementary
information, if the entire hotel property portfolio of the Group in Hong Kong is restated in the consolidated financial
statements at market value as at 31st December, 2022, the unaudited adjusted net asset value of the ordinary shares of the
Company would be HK$3.51 per share, computed as follows:

CAPITAL RESOURCES AND FUNDING

Funding and Treasury Policy

The Group adopts a prudent funding and treasury policy with regard to its overall business operations. Cash balances
are mostly placed on bank deposits, and treasury and yield enhancement products are deployed when circumstances are
considered to be appropriate.

Property development projects in Hong Kong are financed partly by internal resources and partly by bank financing. Project
financing is normally arranged in local currency to cover a part of the land cost and a major portion or the entire amount
of the construction cost, with interest calculated by reference to the interbank offered rates and the loan maturity tied
in to the estimated project completion date. Property development projects in the PRC are presently financed by internal
resources and proceeds from the presale of the units. Project financing for the projects in the PRC may be arranged in local
currency on appropriate terms to cover a part of the land cost and/or construction cost, and with the loan maturity tied in
to the estimated project completion date.

The Group's banking facilities are mostly denominated in Hong Kong dollar with interest primarily determined with
reference to interbank offered rates. The use of hedging instruments for interest rate purposes to cater to business and
operational needs is kept under review by the Group’s management from time to time. As regards the Group's overseas
investments and investments in the PRC which are based in currencies other than US dollar and Hong Kong dollar, the
Group may consider, when deemed appropriate, hedging part or all of the investment amounts into US dollar or Hong
Kong dollar to contain the Group’s exposure to currency fluctuation.

Cash Flows

Net cash flows generated from operating activities during the year under review amounted to HK$729.2 million (2021 -
HK$727.4 million). Net interest payment for the year amounted to HK$486.1 million (2021 - HK$302.3 million).

Borrowings and Gearing

As at 31st December, 2022, the Group had cash and bank balances and deposits of HK$2,542.6 million (2021 -
HK$3,218.8 million) and the Group's borrowings, net of cash and bank balances and deposits, amounted to HK$17,132.5
million (2021 - HK$16,875.4 million).

As at 31st December, 2022, the gearing ratio of the Group was 40.7% (2021 - 37.6%), representing the Group's
borrowings, net of cash and bank balances and deposits, of HK$17,132.5 million (2021 - HK$16,875.4 million), as
compared to the total assets of the Group of HK$42,094.7 million (2021 - HK$44,881.0 million).

On the basis of the adjusted total assets as at 31st December, 2022 of HK$51,428.0 million (2021 - HK$52,715.9 million)
with the hotel portfolio owned by the Group in Hong Kong restated at its market value on the basis presented above, the
gearing ratio would be 33.3% (2021 - 32.0%).

Lease Liabilities

As at 31st December, 2022, the Group had lease liabilities of HK$43.3 million (2021 - HK$71.9 million).
Pledge of Assets

As at 31st December, 2022, certain of the Group's property, plant and equipment, investment properties, right-of-use assets,
properties under development, properties held for sale, financial assets at fair value through profit or loss, time deposits
and bank balances in the total amount of HK$30,936.1 million (2021 - HK$32,168.1 million) were pledged to secure
general banking facilities granted to the Group as well as bank guarantees procured by the Group pursuant to certain lease
guarantees in connection with the leasing of the hotel properties from Regal REIT. In addition, as at 31st December, 2022,
certain ordinary shares in a listed subsidiary with a market value of HK$275.4 million (2021 - HK$266.7 million) were also
pledged to secure general banking facilities granted to the Group.

Capital Commitments

Details of the capital commitments of the Group as at 31st December, 2022 are shown in note 43 to the financial
statements.

Contingent Liabilities

Details of the contingent liabilities of the Group as at 31st December, 2022 are shown in note 42 to the financial
statements.

Share Capital

During the year under review, the Company repurchased a total of 1,248,000 ordinary shares of the Company at
aggregate purchase prices of HK$310,908 on The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited (the “Stock Exchange”). All these
1,248,000 repurchased ordinary shares were cancelled during the year.

Remuneration packages are generally structured by reference to market terms and individual merits. Salaries are normally
reviewed on an annual basis based on performance appraisals and other relevant factors. Staff benefits plans maintained
by the Group include a mandatory provident fund scheme as well as medical and life insurance for staff in Hong Kong, and
the social security fund and the housing provident fund for staff in the PRC.

The principal activities of the subsidiaries are property
development and investment, construction and building related businesses, hotel ownership business through Regal Real
Estate Investment Trust (“Regal REIT”), the listed subsidiary of Regal Hotels International Holdings Limited (“RHIHL") (a
listed subsidiary of the Company), hotel operation and management businesses through RHIHL, asset management of Regal
REIT, aircraft ownership and leasing business, and other investments including financial assets investments. There have
been no significant changes in the above activities during the year.

The turnover and contribution to trading results by each principal activity are set out in note 4 to the financial statements.

BASIS OF PREPARATION

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Hong Kong Financial Reporting Standards
("HKFRSs") (which include all Hong Kong Financial Reporting Standards, Hong Kong Accounting Standards (“HKASs")
and Interpretations) issued by the Hong Kong Institute of Certified Public Accountants (“HKICPA"), accounting
principles generally accepted in Hong Kong and the disclosure requirements of the Hong Kong Companies Ordinance.
They have been prepared under the historical cost convention, except for investment properties, financial assets at
fair value through profit or loss, financial assets designated at fair value through other comprehensive income and
derivative financial instruments, which have been measured at fair value. These financial statements are presented in
Hong Kong dollars ("HK$") and all values are rounded to the nearest million except when otherwise indicated.
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NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS (contd)

Basis of consolidation

The consolidated financial statements include the financial statements of the Group for the year ended 31st
December, 2022. A subsidiary is an entity (including a structured entity), directly or indirectly, controlled by the
Company. Control is achieved when the Group is exposed, or has rights, to variable returns from its involvement with
the investee and has the ability to affect those returns through its power over the investee (i.e., existing rights that
give the Group the current ability to direct the relevant activities of the investee).

Generally, there is a presumption that a majority of voting rights results in control. When the Company has, directly
or indirectly, less than a majority of the voting or similar rights of an investee, the Group considers all relevant facts
and circumstances in assessing whether it has power over an investee, including:

(@)  the contractual arrangement with the other vote holders of the investee;
(b)  rights arising from other contractual arrangements; and
(c)  the Group's voting rights and potential voting rights.

The financial statements of the subsidiaries are prepared for the same reporting period as the Company, using
consistent accounting policies. The results of subsidiaries are consolidated from the date on which the Group obtains
control, and continue to be consolidated until the date that such control ceases.

Profit or loss and each component of other comprehensive income are attributed to the owners of the parent of
the Group and to the non-controlling interests, even if this results in the non-controlling interests having a deficit
balance. All intra-group assets and liabilities, equity, income, expenses and cash flows relating to transactions
between members of the Group are eliminated in full on consolidation.

The Group reassesses whether or not it controls an investee if facts and circumstances indicate that there are changes
to one or more of the three elements of control described above. A change in the ownership interest of a subsidiary,
without a loss of control, is accounted for as an equity transaction.

If the Group loses control over a subsidiary, it derecognises (i) the assets (including goodwill) and liabilities of the
subsidiary, (ii) the carrying amount of any non-controlling interest and (iii) the cumulative translation differences
recorded in equity; and recognises (i) the fair value of the consideration received, (ii) the fair value of any investment
retained and (iii) any resulting surplus or deficit in profit or loss. The Group’s share of components previously
recognised in other comprehensive income is reclassified to profit or loss or retained profits, as appropriate, on the
same basis as would be required if the Group had directly disposed of the related assets or liabilities.

The nature and impact of the revised HKFRSs that are applicable to the Group are described below:

Amendments to HKFRS 3 replace a reference to the previous Framework for the Preparation and Presentation
of Financial Statements with a reference to the Conceptual Framework for Financial Reporting (the “Conceptual
Framework"”) issued in June 2018 without significantly changing its requirements. The amendments also add
to HKFRS 3 an exception to its recognition principle for an entity to refer to the Conceptual Framework to
determine what constitutes an asset or a liability. The exception specifies that, for liabilities and contingent
liabilities that would be within the scope of HKAS 37 or HK(IFRIC)-Int 21 if they were incurred separately
rather than assumed in a business combination, an entity applying HKFRS 3 should refer to HKAS 37 or
HK(IFRIC)-Int 21 respectively instead of the Conceptual Framework. Furthermore, the amendments clarify
that contingent assets do not qualify for recognition at the acquisition date. The Group has applied the
amendments prospectively to business combinations that occurred on or after 1st January, 2022. As there were
no business combinations during the year, the amendments did not have any impact on the financial position
and performance of the Group.

Amendment to HKFRS 16 issued in April 2021 extends the availability of the practical expedient for lessees to
elect not to apply lease modification accounting for rent concessions arising as a direct consequence of the
COVID-19 pandemic by 12 months. Accordingly, the practical expedient applies to rent concessions for which
any reduction in lease payments affects only payments originally due on or before 30th June, 2022, provided
the other conditions for applying the practical expedient are met. The Group has not applied the practical
expedient to any rent concessions granted by the lessors as a direct consequence of the COVID-19 pandemic.
Accordingly, the adoption of the amendment has had no significant impact on the financial position and
performance of the Group.

Amendments to HKAS 16 prohibit an entity from deducting from the cost of an item of property, plant and
equipment any proceeds from selling items produced while bringing that asset to the location and condition
necessary for it to be capable of operating in the manner intended by management. Instead, an entity
recognises the proceeds from selling any such items, and the cost of those items as determined by HKAS 2
Inventories, in profit or loss. The Group has applied the amendments retrospectively to items of property, plant
and equipment made available for use on or after 1st January, 2021. Since there was no sale of items produced
prior to the property, plant and equipment being available for use, the amendments did not have any impact
on the financial position or performance of the Group.

(d)  Amendments to HKAS 37 clarify that for the purpose of assessing whether a contract is onerous under HKAS
37, the cost of fulfilling the contract comprises the costs that relate directly to the contract. Costs that relate
directly to a contract include both the incremental costs of fulfilling that contract (e.g., direct labour and
materials) and an allocation of other costs that relate directly to fulfilling that contract (e.g., an allocation of
the depreciation charge for an item of property, plant and equipment used in fulfilling the contract as well
as contract management and supervision costs). General and administrative costs do not relate directly to a
contract and are excluded unless they are explicitly chargeable to the counterparty under the contract. The
Group has applied the amendments prospectively to contracts for which it has not yet fulfilled all its obligations
at 1st January, 2022 and no onerous contracts were identified. Therefore, the amendments did not have any
impact on the financial position or performance of the Group.

(e)  Annual Improvements to HKFRSs 2018-2020 sets out amendments to HKFRS 1, HKFRS 9, Illustrative Examples
accompanying HKFRS 16, and HKAS 41. Details of the amendments that are applicable to the Group are as
follows:

. HKFRS 9 Financial Instruments: clarifies the fees that an entity includes when assessing whether the terms
of a new or modified financial liability are substantially different from the terms of the original financial
liability.

Amendments to HKFRS 10 and HKAS 28 (2011) address an inconsistency between the requirements in HKFRS 10
and in HKAS 28 (2011) in dealing with the sale or contribution of assets between an investor and its associate or
joint venture. The amendments require a full recognition of a gain or loss resulting from a downstream transaction
when the sale or contribution of assets between an investor and its associate or joint venture constitutes a business.
For a transaction involving assets that do not constitute a business, a gain or loss resulting from the transaction
is recognised in the investor’s profit or loss only to the extent of the unrelated investor’s interest in that associate
or joint venture. The amendments are to be applied prospectively. The previous mandatory effective date of
amendments to HKFRS 10 and HKAS 28 (2011) was removed by the HKICPA in January 2016 and a new mandatory
effective date will be determined after the completion of a broader review of accounting for associates and joint
ventures.

Amendments to HKFRS 16 specify the requirements that a seller-lessee uses in measuring the lease liability arising
in a sale and leaseback transaction to ensure the seller-lessee does not recognise any amount of the gain or loss
that relates to the right of use it retains. The amendments are effective for annual periods beginning on or after 1st
January, 2024 and shall be applied retrospectively to sale and leaseback transactions entered into after the date of
initial application of HKFRS 16 (i.e., 1st January, 2019). Earlier application is permitted. The amendments are not
expected to have any significant impact on the Group’s financial statements.

Amendments to HKAS 1 Classification of Liabilities as Current or Non-current clarify the requirements for classifying
liabilities as current or non-current, in particular the determination over whether an entity has a right to defer
settlement of the liabilities for at least 12 months after the reporting period. Classification of a liability is unaffected
by the likelihood that the entity will exercise its right to defer settlement of the liability. The amendments also clarify
the situations that are considered a settlement of a liability. In 2022, the HKICPA issued the 2022 Amendments to
further clarify that, among covenants of a liability arising from a loan arrangement, only those with which an entity
must comply on or before the reporting date affect the classification of that liability as current or non-current. In
addition, the 2022 Amendments require additional disclosures by an entity that classifies liabilities arising from
loan arrangements as non-current when it has a right to defer settlement of those liabilities that are subject to the
entity complying with future covenants within 12 months after the reporting period. The amendments are effective
for annual periods beginning on or after 1st January, 2024 and shall be applied retrospectively. Earlier application
is permitted. An entity that applies the 2020 Amendments early is required to apply simultaneously the 2022
Amendments, and vice versa. The Group is currently assessing the impact of the amendments and whether existing
loan agreements may require revision. Based on a preliminary assessment, the amendments are not expected to have
any significant impact on the Group’s financial statements.

Amendments to HKAS 1 Disclosure of Accounting Policies require entities to disclose their material accounting
policy information rather than their significant accounting policies. Accounting policy information is material if,
when considered together with other information included in an entity’s financial statements, it can reasonably be
expected to influence decisions that the primary users of general purpose financial statements make on the basis of
those financial statements. Amendments to HKFRS Practice Statement 2 provide non-mandatory guidance on how
to apply the concept of materiality to accounting policy disclosures. Amendments to HKAS 1 are effective for annual
periods beginning on or after 1st January, 2023 and earlier application is permitted. Since the guidance provided
in the amendments to HKFRS Practice Statement 2 is non-mandatory, an effective date for these amendments is
not necessary. The Group is currently revisiting the accounting policy disclosures to ensure consistency with the
amendments.

Amendments to HKAS 8 clarify the distinction between changes in accounting estimates and changes in accounting
policies. Accounting estimates are defined as monetary amounts in financial statements that are subject to
measurement uncertainty. The amendments also clarify how entities use measurement techniques and inputs to
develop accounting estimates. The amendments are effective for annual reporting periods beginning on or after
1st January, 2023 and apply to changes in accounting policies and changes in accounting estimates that occur on
or after the start of that period. Earlier application is permitted. The amendments are not expected to have any
significant impact on the Group’s financial statements.

Amendments to HKAS 12 narrow the scope of the initial recognition exception in HKAS 12 so that it no longer
applies to transactions that give rise to equal taxable and deductible temporary differences, such as leases and
decommissioning obligations. Therefore, entities are required to recognise a deferred tax asset (provided that
sufficient taxable profit is available) and a deferred tax liability for temporary differences arising from these
transactions. The amendments are effective for annual reporting periods beginning on or after 1st January, 2023 and
shall be applied to transactions related to leases and decommissioning obligations at the beginning of the earliest
comparative period presented, with any cumulative effect recognised as an adjustment to the opening balance
of retained profits or other component of equity as appropriate at that date. In addition, the amendments shall
be applied prospectively to transactions other than leases and decommissioning obligations. Earlier application is
permitted. The amendments are not expected to have any significant impact on the Group's financial statements.

2.4 SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
(a) Business combinations and goodwill

Business combinations are accounted for using the acquisition method. The consideration transferred is
measured at the acquisition date fair value which is the sum of the acquisition date fair values of assets
transferred by the Group, liabilities assumed by the Group to the former owners of the acquiree and the
equity interests issued by the Group in exchange for control of the acquiree. For each business combination,
the Group elects whether to measure the non-controlling interests in the acquiree that are present ownership
interests and entitle their holders to a proportionate share of net assets in the event of liquidation at fair value
or at the proportionate share of the acquiree’s identifiable net assets. All other components of non-controlling
interests are measured at fair value. Acquisition-related costs are expensed as incurred.

The Group determines that it has acquired a business when the acquired set of activities and assets includes an
input and a substantive process that together significantly contribute to the ability to create outputs.

When the Group acquires a business, it assesses the financial assets and liabilities assumed for appropriate
classification and designation in accordance with the contractual terms, economic circumstances and pertinent
conditions as at the acquisition date. This includes the separation of embedded derivatives in host contracts of
the acquiree.

If the business combination is achieved in stages, the previously held equity interest is remeasured at its
acquisition date fair value and any resulting gain or loss is recognised in profit or loss.

Any contingent consideration to be transferred by the acquirer is recognised at fair value at the acquisition
date. Contingent consideration classified as an asset or liability is measured at fair value with changes in fair
value recognised in profit or loss. Contingent consideration that is classified as equity is not remeasured and
subsequent settlement is accounted for within equity.

(b)

Goodwill is initially measured at cost, being the excess of the aggregate of the consideration transferred,
the amount recognised for non-controlling interests and any fair value of the Group’s previously held equity
interests in the acquiree over the identifiable assets acquired and liabilities assumed. If the sum of this
consideration and other items is lower than the fair value of the net assets acquired, the difference is, after
reassessment, recognised in profit or loss as a gain on bargain purchase.

After initial recognition, goodwill is measured at cost less any accumulated impairment losses. Goodwill
is tested for impairment annually or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that
the carrying value may be impaired. The Group performs its annual impairment test of goodwill as at 31st
December. For the purpose of impairment testing, goodwill acquired in a business combination is, from the
acquisition date, allocated to each of the Group's cash-generating units, or groups of cash-generating units,
that are expected to benefit from the synergies of the combination, irrespective of whether other assets or
liabilities of the Group are assigned to those units or groups of units.

Impairment is determined by assessing the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit (group of cash-
generating units) to which the goodwill relates. Where the recoverable amount of the cash-generating unit
(group of cash-generating units) is less than the carrying amount, an impairment loss is recognised. An
impairment loss recognised for goodwill is not reversed in a subsequent period.

Where goodwill has been allocated to a cash-generating unit (or group of cash-generating units) and part of
the operation within that unit is disposed of, the goodwill associated with the operation disposed of is included
in the carrying amount of the operation when determining the gain or loss on the disposal. Goodwill disposed
of in these circumstances is measured based on the relative value of the operation disposed of and the portion
of the cash-generating unit retained.

Investments in associates

An associate is an entity in which the Group has a long term interest of generally not less than 20% of the
equity voting rights and over which it is in a position to exercise significant influence. Significant influence is
the power to participate in the financial and operating policy decisions of the investee, but is not control or
joint control over those policies.

The Group's investments in associates are stated in the consolidated statement of financial position at the
Group's share of net assets under the equity method of accounting, less any impairment losses. Adjustments
are made to bring into line any dissimilar accounting policies that may exist. The Group's share of the post-
acquisition results and other comprehensive income of associates is included in the consolidated statement of
profit or loss and consolidated other comprehensive income, respectively. In addition, when there has been a
change recognised directly in the equity of the associate, the Group recognises its share of any changes, when
applicable, in the consolidated statement of changes in equity. Unrealised gains and losses resulting from
transactions between the Group and its associates are eliminated to the extent of the Group’s investments in
the associates, except where unrealised losses provide evidence of an impairment of the assets transferred.
Goodwill arising from the acquisition of associates is included as part of the Group’s investments in associates.

If an investment in an associate becomes an investment in a joint venture or vice versa, the retained interest
is not remeasured. Instead, the investment continues to be accounted for under the equity method. In all
other cases, upon loss of significant influence over the associate, the Group measures and recognises any
retained investment at its fair value. Any difference between the carrying amount of the associate upon loss of
significant influence and the fair value of the retained investment and proceeds from disposal is recognised in
the statement of profit or loss.

(c) Interests in joint operations

A joint operation is a joint arrangement whereby the parties that have joint control of the arrangement
have rights to the assets, and obligations for the liabilities, relating to the arrangement. Joint control is the
contractually agreed sharing of control of an arrangement, which exists only when decisions about the relevant
activities require the unanimous consent of the parties sharing control.

The Group recognises in relation to its interests in joint operations:

* jts assets, including its share of any assets held jointly;

e its liabilities, including its share of any liabilities incurred jointly;

e its revenue from the sale of its share of the output arising from the joint operations;
e its share of the revenue from the sale of the output by the joint operations; and

* its expenses, including its share of any expenses incurred jointly.

The assets, liabilities, revenues and expenses relating to the Group's interests in joint operations are accounted
for in accordance with the HKFRSs applicable to the particular assets, liabilities, revenues and expenses.

(d) Fair value measurement

The Group measures its investment properties, derivative financial instruments and certain investments at fair
value at the end of each reporting period. Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid
to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date. The fair
value measurement is based on the presumption that the transaction to sell the asset or transfer the liability
takes place either in the principal market for the asset or liability, or in the absence of a principal market, in
the most advantageous market for the asset or liability. The principal or the most advantageous market must
be accessible by the Group. The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using the assumptions that
market participants would use when pricing the asset or liability, assuming that market participants act in their
economic best interest.

A fair value measurement of a non-financial asset takes into account a market participant’s ability to generate
economic benefits by using the asset in its highest and best use or by selling it to another market participant
that would use the asset in its highest and best use.

The Group uses valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances and for which sufficient data
are available to measure fair value, maximising the use of relevant observable inputs and minimising the use of
unobservable inputs.

(e)

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the financial statements are categorised
within the fair value hierarchy, described as follows, based on the lowest level input that is significant to the
fair value measurement as a whole:

Level 1 - based on quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities

Level 2 — based on valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value
measurement is observable, either directly or indirectly

Level 3 - based on valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value
measurement is unobservable

For assets and liabilities that are recognised in the financial statements on a recurring basis, the Group
determines whether transfers have occurred between levels in the hierarchy by reassessing categorisation
(based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement as a whole) at the end of each
reporting period.

Impairment of non-financial assets

Where an indication of impairment exists, or when annual impairment testing for an asset is required (other
than inventories, investment properties, properties under development, properties held for sale, deferred tax
assets and financial assets), the asset's recoverable amount is estimated. An asset's recoverable amount is
the higher of the asset’s or cash-generating unit’s value in use and its fair value less costs of disposal, and is
determined for an individual asset, unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that are largely independent
of those from other assets or groups of assets, in which case the recoverable amount is determined for the
cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs. In testing a cash-generating unit for impairment, a portion
of the carrying amount of a corporate asset (e.g., a headquarters building) is allocated to an individual cash-
generating unit if it can be allocated on a reasonable and consistent basis or, otherwise, to the smallest group
of cash-generating units.

An impairment loss is recognised only if the carrying amount of an asset exceeds its recoverable amount. In
assessing value in use, the estimated future cash flows are discounted to their present value using a pre-tax
discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the
asset. An impairment loss is charged to the statement of profit or loss in the period in which it arises in those
expense categories consistent with the function of the impaired asset.

An assessment is made at the end of each reporting period as to whether there is an indication that previously
recognised impairment losses may no longer exist or may have decreased. If such an indication exists, the
recoverable amount is estimated. A previously recognised impairment loss of an asset other than goodwill is
reversed only if there has been a change in the estimates used to determine the recoverable amount of that
asset, but not to an amount higher than the carrying amount that would have been determined (net of any
depreciation/amortisation) had no impairment loss been recognised for the asset in prior years. A reversal of
such an impairment loss is credited to the statement of profit or loss in the period in which it arises.

(f) Investment properties

Investment properties are interests in land and buildings (including the leasehold property held as a right-of-
use asset which would otherwise meet the definition of an investment property) held to earn rental income
and/or for capital appreciation, rather than for use in the production or supply of goods or services or for
administrative purposes; or for sale in the ordinary course of business. Such properties are measured initially
at cost, including transaction costs. Subsequent to initial recognition, investment properties are stated at fair
value, which reflects market conditions at the end of the reporting period.

Gains or losses arising from changes in the fair values of investment properties are included in the statement of
profit or loss in the year in which they arise.

Any gains or losses on the retirement or disposal of an investment property are recognised in the statement of
profit or loss in the year of the retirement or disposal.

For a transfer from investment properties to owner-occupied properties, the deemed cost of a property for
subsequent accounting is its fair value at the date of change in use. If a property occupied by the Group as an
owner-occupied property becomes an investment property, the Group accounts for such property in accordance
with the policy stated under “Property, plant and equipment and depreciation” for owned property and/or
accounts for such property in accordance with the policy stated under “Right-of-use assets” for property held
as a right-of-use asset up to the date of change in use, and any difference at that date between the carrying
amount and the fair value of the property is accounted for as a revaluation in accordance with the policy stated
under “Property, plant and equipment and depreciation” below. For a transfer from properties held for sale
to investment properties, any difference between the fair value of the property at that date and its previous
carrying amount is recognised in the statement of profit or loss.

(g) Leases

The Group assesses at contract inception whether a contract is, or contains, a lease. A contract is, or contains,
a lease if the contract conveys the right to control the use of an identified asset for a period of time in
exchange for consideration.

Group as a lessee

The Group applies a single recognition and measurement approach for all leases, except for short-term leases
and leases of low-value assets. The Group recognises lease liabilities to make lease payments and right-of-use
assets representing the right to use the underlying assets.
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Right-of-use assets

Right-of-use assets are recognised at the commencement date of the lease (that is the date the
underlying asset is available for use). Right-of-use assets are measured at cost, less any accumulated
depreciation and any impairment losses, and adjusted for any remeasurement of lease liabilities. The cost
of right-of-use assets includes the amount of lease liabilities recognised, initial direct costs incurred, and
lease payments made at or before the commencement date less any lease incentives received. Where
applicable, the cost of a right-of-use asset also includes an estimate of costs to dismantle and remove the
underlying asset or to restore the underlying asset or the site on which it is located. Right-of-use assets
which include leasehold land, leased properties and other equipment, are depreciated on a straight-line
basis over the underlying lease terms.

If ownership of the leased asset transfers to the Group by the end of the lease term or the cost reflects
the exercise of a purchase option, depreciation is calculated using the estimated useful life of the asset.

When the right-of-use assets relate to interests in leasehold land held as properties held for sale, they
are subsequently measured at lower of cost or net realisable value in accordance with the Group's policy
"properties held for sale”. When a right-of-use asset meets the definition of investment property, it is
included in investment properties. The corresponding right-of-use asset is initially measured at cost, and
subsequently measured at fair value in accordance with the Group's policy for “investment properties”.

Lease liabilities

Lease liabilities are recognised at the commencement date of the lease at the present value of lease
payments to be made over the lease term. The lease payments include fixed payments (including in-
substance fixed payments) less any lease incentives receivable, variable lease payments that depend on an
index or a rate, and amounts expected to be paid under residual value guarantees. The lease payments
also include the exercise price of a purchase option reasonably certain to be exercised by the Group
and payments of penalties for termination of a lease, if the lease term reflects the Group exercising the
option to terminate the lease. The variable lease payments that do not depend on an index or a rate are
recognised as an expense in the period in which the event or condition that triggers the payment occurs.

In calculating the present value of lease payments, the Group uses its incremental borrowing rate at
the lease commencement date because the interest rate implicit in the lease is not readily determinable.
After the commencement date, the amount of lease liabilities is increased to reflect the accretion of
interest and reduced for the lease payments made. In addition, the carrying amount of lease liabilities
is remeasured if there is a modification, a change in the lease term, a change in lease payments (e.g., a
change to future lease payments resulting from a change in an index or rate) or a change in assessment
of an option to purchase the underlying asset.
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(iii)  Short-term leases and leases of low-value assets

The Group applies the short-term lease recognition exemption to its short-term leases of equipment (that
is those leases that have a lease term of 12 months or less from the commencement date and do not
contain a purchase option). It also applies the recognition exemption for leases of low-value assets to
leases of other equipment that are considered to be of low value.

Lease payments on short-term leases and leases of low-value assets are recognised as an expense on a
straight-line basis over the lease term.

Group as a lessor

When the Group acts as a lessor, it classifies at lease inception (or when there is a lease modification) each of
its leases as either an operating lease or a finance lease.

Leases in which the Group does not transfer substantially all the risks and rewards incidental to ownership
of an asset are classified as operating leases. When a contract contains lease and non-lease components, the
Group allocates the consideration in the contract to each component on a relative stand-alone selling price
basis. Rental income is accounted for on a straight-line basis over the lease terms and is included in revenue
in the statement of profit or loss due to its operating nature. Initial direct costs incurred in negotiating and
arranging an operating lease are added to the carrying amount of the leased asset and recognised over the
lease term on the same basis as rental income. Contingent rents are recognised as revenue in the period in
which they are earned.

Leases that transfer substantially all the risks and rewards incidental to ownership of an underlying assets to
the lessee, are accounted for as finance leases.

When the Group is an intermediate lessor, a sublease is classified as a finance lease or operating lease with
reference to the right-of-use asset arising from the head lease. If the head lease is a short-term lease to
which the Group applies the on-balance sheet recognition exemption, the Group classifies the sublease as an
operating lease.
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(h) Borrowing costs

()

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition and construction of qualifying assets, i.e., assets that
necessarily take a substantial period of time to get ready for their intended use or sale, are capitalised as part
of the cost of those assets. The capitalisation of such borrowing costs ceases when the assets are substantially
ready for their intended use or sale. Interest is capitalised at the interest rates related to specific development
project borrowings. All other borrowing costs are expensed in the period in which they are incurred. Borrowing
costs consist of interest and other costs that an entity incurs in connection with the borrowing of funds.

Where funds are borrowed generally and used for the purpose of obtaining qualifying assets, a capitalisation
rate ranging from 2.5% to 2.9% has been applied to the expenditure on the individual assets.

Intangible assets (other than goodwill)

Intangible assets acquired separately are measured on initial recognition at cost. The cost of intangible assets
acquired in a business combination is the fair value at the date of acquisition. The useful lives of intangible
assets are assessed to be either finite or indefinite. Intangible assets with finite lives are subsequently amortised
over the useful economic life and assessed for impairment whenever there is an indication that the intangible
asset may be impaired. The amortisation period and the amortisation method for an intangible asset with a
finite useful life are reviewed at least at each financial year end.

Intangible assets with indefinite useful lives are tested for impairment annually either individually or at the
cash-generating unit level. Such intangible assets are not amortised. The useful life of an intangible asset
with an indefinite life is reviewed annually to determine whether the indefinite life assessment continues to
be supportable. If not, the change in the useful life assessment from indefinite to finite is accounted for on a
prospective basis.

The Group's intangible assets mainly represent (i) passenger service licences with indefinite useful lives; and (ii)
trademark with indefinite useful life.

Passenger service licences are stated at cost less any impairment losses. They are regarded to have indefinite
useful lives as they are renewable on a periodic basis with the appropriate authority and there is no foreseeable
limit to the number of renewals and the period over which these assets are expected to generate cash flow for
the Group.

Trademark is regarded to have indefinite useful life as there is no foreseeable limit to the period over which it
is expected to generate cash flows for the Group.
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(j):. Investments and other financial assets

Initial recognition and measurement
Financial assets are classified, at initial recognition, as subsequently measured at amortised cost, fair value
through other comprehensive income and fair value through profit or loss, as appropriate.

The classification of financial assets at initial recognition depends on the financial asset’s contractual cash flow
characteristics and the Group's business model for managing them. With the exception of trade debtors that
do not contain a significant financing component or for which the Group has applied the practical expedient
of not adjusting the effect of a significant financing component, the Group initially measures a financial asset
at its fair value, plus in the case of a financial asset not at fair value through profit or loss, transaction costs.
Trade debtors that do not contain a significant financing component or for which the Group has applied the
practical expedient are measured at the transaction price determined under HKFRS 15 in accordance with the
policies set out for “Revenue recognition” below.

In order for a financial asset to be classified and measured at amortised cost or fair value through other
comprehensive income, it needs to give rise to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest
("SPPI") on the principal amount outstanding. Financial assets with cash flows that are not SPPI are classified
and measured at fair value through profit or loss, irrespective of the business model.

The Group’s business model for managing financial assets refers to how it manages its financial assets in
order to generate cash flows. The business model determines whether cash flows will result from collecting
contractual cash flows, selling the financial assets, or both. Financial assets classified and measured at
amortised cost are held within a business model with the objective to hold financial assets in order to collect
contractual cash flows, while financial assets classified and measured at fair value through other comprehensive
income are held within a business model with the objective of both holding to collect contractual cash flows
and selling. Financial assets which are not held within the aforementioned business models are classified and
measured at fair value through profit or loss.

All regular way purchases and sales of financial assets are recognised on the trade date, that is, the date
that the Group commits to purchase or sell the asset. Regular way purchases or sales are purchases or sales
of financial assets that require delivery of assets within the period generally established by regulation or
convention in the marketplace.

Subsequent measurement
The subsequent measurement of financial assets depends on their classification as follows:

Financial assets at amortised cost (debt instruments)

Financial assets at amortised cost are subsequently measured using the effective interest method and are
subject to impairment. Gains and losses are recognised in the statement of profit or loss when the asset is
derecognised, modified or impaired.
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(k)

Financial assets designated at fair value through other comprehensive income (equity investments)

Upon initial recognition, the Group can elect to classify irrevocably its equity investments as financial assets
designated at fair value through other comprehensive income when they meet the definition of equity under
HKAS 32 Financial Instruments. Presentation and are not held for trading. The classification is determined on an
instrument-by-instrument basis.

Gains and losses on these financial assets are never recycled to the statement of profit or loss. Dividends are
recognised as other income in the statement of profit or loss when the right of payment has been established,
it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the dividend will flow to the Group and the amount
of the dividend can be measured reliably, except when the Group benefits from such proceeds as a recovery of
part of the cost of the financial asset, in which case, such gains are recorded in other comprehensive income.
Financial assets designated at fair value through other comprehensive income are not subject to impairment
assessment.

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss
Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are carried in the statement of financial position at fair value
with net changes in fair value recognised in the statement of profit or loss.

This category includes derivative instruments and equity investments which the Group had not irrevocably
elected to classify at fair value through other comprehensive income. Dividends on equity investments classified
as financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are also recognised in the statement of profit or loss
when the right of payment has been established, it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the
dividend will flow to the Group and the amount of the dividend can be measured reliably.

A derivative embedded in a hybrid contract, with a financial liability or non-financial host, is separated from the
host and accounted for as a separate derivative if the economic characteristics and risks are not closely related
to the host; a separate instrument with the same terms as the embedded derivative would meet the definition of
a derivative; and the hybrid contract is not measured at fair value through profit or loss. Embedded derivatives
are measured at fair value with changes in fair value recognised in the statement of profit or loss. Reassessment
only occurs if there is either a change in the terms of the contract that significantly modifies the cash flows
that would otherwise be required or a reclassification of a financial asset out of the fair value through profit or
loss category.

A derivative embedded within a hybrid contract containing a financial asset host is not accounted for
separately. The financial asset host together with the embedded derivative is required to be classified in its
entirety as a financial asset at fair value through profit or loss.

Impairment of financial assets

The Group recognises an allowance for expected credit losses (“ECLs”) for all debt instruments not held at
fair value through profit or loss. ECLs are based on the difference between the contractual cash flows due
in accordance with the contract and all the cash flows that the Group expects to receive, discounted at an
approximation of the original effective interest rate. The expected cash flows will include cash flows from the
sale of collateral held or other credit enhancements that are integral to the contractual terms.
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General approach

ECLs are recognised in two stages. For credit exposures for which there has not been a significant increase in
credit risk since initial recognition, ECLs are provided for credit losses that result from default events that are
possible within the next 12 months (12-month ECLs). For those credit exposures for which there has been a
significant increase in credit risk since initial recognition, a loss allowance is required for credit losses expected
over the remaining life of the exposure, irrespective of the timing of the default (lifetime ECLs).

At each reporting date, the Group assesses whether the credit risk on a financial instrument has increased
significantly since initial recognition. When making the assessment, the Group compares the risk of a default
occurring on the financial instrument as at the reporting date with the risk of a default occurring on the
financial instrument as at the date of initial recognition and considers reasonable and supportable information
that is available without undue cost or effort, including historical and forward-looking information. The Group
considers that there has been a significant increase in credit risk when contractual payments are more than 30
days past due.

The Group considers a financial asset in default when contractual payments are 90 days past due. However,
in certain cases, the Group may also consider a financial asset to be in default when internal or external
information indicates that the Group is unlikely to receive the outstanding contractual amounts in full before
taking into account any credit enhancements held by the Group. A financial asset is written off when there is
no reasonable expectation of recovering the contractual cash flows.

Financial assets at amortised cost are subject to impairment under the general approach and they are classified
within the following stages for measurement of ECLs except for trade debtors and contract assets which apply
the simplified approach as detailed below.

Stage 1 - Financial instruments for which credit risk has not increased significantly since initial recognition
and for which the loss allowance is measured at an amount equal to 12-month ECLs

Stage 2 - Financial instruments for which credit risk has increased significantly since initial recognition but
that are not credit-impaired financial assets and for which the loss allowance is measured at an
amount equal to lifetime ECLs

Stage 3 - Financial assets that are credit-impaired at the reporting date (but that are not purchased or
originated credit-impaired) and for which the loss allowance is measured at an amount equal to
lifetime ECLs

Simplified approach

For trade debtors and contract assets that do not contain a significant financing component or when the Group
applies the practical expedient of not adjusting the effect of a significant financing component, the Group
applies the simplified approach in calculating ECLs. Under the simplified approach, the Group does not track
changes in credit risk, but instead recognises a loss allowance based on lifetime ECLs at each reporting date.
The Group has established a provision matrix that is based on its historical credit loss experience, adjusted for
forward-looking factors specific to the debtors and the economic environment.
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)

(m)

Derecognition of financial assets

A financial asset (or, where applicable, a part of a financial asset or part of a group of similar financial assets) is
primarily derecognised (i.e., removed from the Group's consolidated statement of financial position) when:

*  the rights to receive cash flows from the asset have expired; or

e the Group has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from the asset or has assumed an obligation
to pay the received cash flows in full without material delay to a third party under a “pass-through”
arrangement; and either (i) the Group has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset,
or (ii) the Group has neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset,
but has transferred control of the asset.

When the Group has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from an asset or has entered into a pass-
through arrangement, it evaluates if, and to what extent, it has retained the risk and rewards of ownership of
the asset. When it has neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset nor
transferred control of the asset, the Group continues to recognise the transferred asset to the extent of the
Group's continuing involvement. In that case, the Group also recognises an associated liability. The transferred
asset and the associated liability are measured on a basis that reflects the rights and obligations that the Group
has retained.

Continuing involvement that takes the form of a guarantee over the transferred asset is measured at the lower
of the original carrying amount of the asset and the maximum amount of consideration that the Group could
be required to repay.

Financial liabilities

Initial recognition and measurement
Financial liabilities are classified, at initial recognition, as financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss,
loans and borrowings, or payables, as appropriate.

All financial liabilities are recognised initially at fair value and, in the case of loans and borrowings, and
payables, net of directly attributable transaction costs.

Subsequent measurement
The subsequent measurement of financial liabilities depends on their classification as follows:

Financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss
Financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss include financial liabilities held for trading.

Financial liabilities are classified as held for trading if they are incurred for the purpose of repurchasing in
the near term. This category also includes derivative financial instruments entered into by the Group that are
not designated as hedging instruments in hedge relationships as defined by HKFRS 9. Separated embedded
derivatives are also classified as held for trading unless they are designated as effective hedging instruments.
Gains or losses on liabilities held for trading are recognised in the statement of profit or loss. The net fair
value gain or loss recognised in the statement of profit or loss does not include any interest charged on these
financial liabilities.
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Financial liabilities at amortised cost (loans and borrowings)

After initial recognition, interest bearing loans and borrowings are subsequently measured at amortised cost,
using the effective interest rate method unless the effect of discounting would be immaterial, in which case
they are stated at cost. Gains and losses are recognised in the statement of profit or loss when the liabilities
are derecognised as well as through the effective interest rate amortisation process.

Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition and fees or costs
that are an integral part of the effective interest rate. The effective interest rate amortisation is included in
finance costs in the statement of profit or loss.

Financial guarantee contracts

Financial guarantee contracts issued by the Group are those contracts that require a payment to be made
to reimburse the holder for a loss it incurs because the specified debtor fails to make a payment when due
in accordance with the terms of a debt instrument. A financial guarantee contract is recognised initially as
a liability at its fair value, adjusted for transaction costs that are directly attributable to the issuance of the
guarantee. Subsequent to initial recognition, the Group measures the financial guarantee contracts at the
higher of: (i) the ECL allowance determined in accordance with the policy as set out in “Impairment of financial
assets”; and (ii) the amount initially recognised less, when appropriate, the cumulative amount of income
recognised.

(n) Derecognition of financial liabilities

A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged or cancelled, or expires.

When an existing financial liability is replaced by another from the same lender on substantially different terms,
or the terms of an existing liability are substantially modified, such an exchange or modification is treated as
a derecognition of the original liability and a recognition of a new liability, and the difference between the
respective carrying amounts is recognised in the statement of profit or loss.

(o) Offsetting of financial instruments

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the statement of financial
position if there is a currently enforceable legal right to offset the recognised amounts and there is an intention
to settle on a net basis, or to realise the assets and settle the liabilities simultaneously.

(p) Derivative financial instruments

Initial recognition and subsequent measurement

The Group purchased derivative financial instruments, such as put options and interest rate swaps, for trading
purpose. Such derivative financial instruments are initially recognised at fair value on the date on which a
derivative contract is entered into and are subsequently remeasured at fair value. Derivatives are carried as
assets when the fair value is positive and as liabilities when the fair value is negative.

Any gains or losses arising from changes in fair value of derivatives are taken directly to the statement of profit
or loss.

Current versus non-current classification

Derivative instruments that are not designated as effective hedging instruments are classified as current or
non-current or separated into current and non-current portions based on an assessment of the facts and
circumstances (i.e., the underlying contracted cash flows).

Properties under development

Properties under development are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value and comprise land costs,
direct costs of construction, applicable borrowing costs, professional fees and other costs directly attributable
to such properties incurred during the development period.

Properties under development are classified as current assets. Unless the construction period of the relevant
property development project is expected to complete beyond the normal operating cycle. On completion, the
properties are transferred to properties held for sale.

Properties held for sale

Properties held for sale are classified as current assets and stated at the lower of cost and net realisable
value on an individual property basis. Cost includes all development expenditure, applicable borrowing costs
and other direct costs attributable to such properties. Net realisable value is determined by reference to the
prevailing market prices.

Property, plant and equipment and depreciation

Property, plant and equipment, other than construction in progress and properties under construction, are
stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and any impairment losses. The cost of an item of property, plant
and equipment comprises its purchase price and any directly attributable costs of bringing the asset to its
working condition and location for its intended use.

Expenditure incurred after items of property, plant and equipment have been put into operation, such as repairs
and maintenance, is normally charged to the statement of profit or loss in the period in which it is incurred. In
situations where the recognition criteria are satisfied, the expenditure for a major inspection is capitalised in
the carrying amount of the asset as a replacement. Where significant parts of property, plant and equipment
are required to be replaced at intervals, the Group recognises such parts as individual assets with specific useful
lives and depreciates them accordingly.
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Depreciation is calculated on the straight-line basis to write off the cost of each item of property, plant and
equipment to its residual value over its estimated useful life. The principal annual rates used for this purpose
are as follows:

Hotel buildings Over the shorter of 40 years and the remaining lease terms
Leasehold properties Over the shorter of 40 years and the remaining lease terms
Leasehold improvements Over the shorter of the remaining lease terms and 10% to 20%
Furniture, fixtures and equipment 10% to 25%

Motor vehicles 25%

Aircraft Over the remaining lease terms

Where parts of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful lives, the cost of that item is
allocated on a reasonable basis among the parts and each part is depreciated separately. Residual values, useful
lives and the depreciation method are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at least at each financial year end.

An item of property, plant and equipment including any significant part initially recognised is derecognised
upon disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss on
disposal or retirement recognised in the statement of profit or loss in the year the asset is derecognised is the
difference between the net sales proceeds and the carrying amount of the relevant asset.

Construction in progress represents items of property, plant and equipment under construction, which is stated
at cost less any impairment losses and is not depreciated. Cost comprises the direct costs of construction during
the period of construction. Construction in progress is reclassified to the appropriate category of property,
plant and equipment when completed and ready for use.

Properties under construction are stated at cost less any impairment losses and are not depreciated. Cost
comprises land costs, direct costs of construction and capitalised borrowing costs on related borrowed funds
during the period of construction. Properties under construction are reclassified to the appropriate category of
property, plant and equipment when completed and ready for use.

(t) Inventories

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost is determined on the first-in, first-
out basis and, in the case of work in progress and finished goods, comprises direct materials, direct labour and
an appropriate proportion of overheads. Net realisable value is based on the estimated selling prices less any
estimated costs to be incurred to completion and disposal.
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(u) Revenue recognition

Revenue from contracts with customers

Revenue from contracts with customers is recognised when control of goods or services is transferred to the
customers at an amount that reflects the consideration to which the Group expects to be entitled in exchange
for those goods or services.

When the consideration in a contract includes a variable amount, the amount of consideration is estimated
to which the Group will be entitled in exchange for transferring the goods or services to the customer. The
variable consideration is estimated at contract inception and constrained until it is highly probable that a
significant revenue reversal in the amount of cumulative revenue recognised will not occur when the associated
uncertainty with the variable consideration is subsequently resolved.

When the contract contains a financing component which provides the customer with a significant benefit of
financing the transfer of goods or services to the customer for more than one year, revenue is measured at
the present value of the amount receivable, discounted using the discount rate that would be reflected in a
separate financing transaction between the Group and the customer at contract inception. When the contract
contains a financing component which provides the Group with a significant financial benefit for more than
one year, revenue recognised under the contract includes the interest expense accreted on the contract liability
under the effective interest method. For a contract where the period between the payment by the customer
and the transfer of the promised goods or services is one year or less, the transaction price is not adjusted for
the effects of a significant financing component, using the practical expedient in HKFRS 15.

(i) Sale of properties

Revenue from the sale of properties is recognised at the point in time when the purchasers obtain the
physical possession or the legal title of the completed property and the Group has a present right to
payment and the collection of the consideration is probable.

Some contracts for the sale of properties involve a difference in timing between the timing of payments
and the transfer of properties. The difference in timing give rises to a significant financing component.

(ii)  Sale of aircraft

Revenue from the sale of aircraft is recognised at the point in time when the control of the assets is
transferred to the buyer, generally on the delivery of the aircraft.

(i) Hotel operations and management services

Revenue from the provision of hotel operations and management services is recognised over the
scheduled period on a straight-line basis because the customer simultaneously receives and consumes the
benefits provided by the Group.

Revenue from food and beverage operations of hotels is recognised at the point in time when the control
of food and beverage products is transferred to the customer, generally upon purchase of the food and
beverage items by the customer.
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Loyalty points programmes

The Group’s hotel operation segment operates loyalty points programmes which allow customers to
accumulate points when they patronise the Group's hotels. The points can be redeemed for future
spending in the hotels or other gifts. The loyalty points programmes give rise to a separate performance
obligation because they provide a material right to the customers. Contract liabilities are recognised on
the loyalty points programmes.

(iv)  Construction services

Revenue from the provision of construction services is recognised over time, using an input method to
measure progress towards complete satisfaction of the service, because the Group's performance creates
or enhances an asset that the customer controls as the asset is created or enhanced. The input method
recognises revenue based on the proportion of the actual costs incurred relative to the estimated total
costs for satisfaction of the construction services.

Claims to customers are amounts that the Group seeks to collect from the customers as reimbursement
of costs and margins for scope of works not included in the original construction contract. Claims are
accounted for as variable consideration and constrained until it is highly probable that a significant
revenue reversal in the amount of cumulative revenue recognised will not occur when the associated
uncertainty with the variable consideration is subsequently resolved. The Group uses the expected value
method to estimate the amounts of claims because this method best predicts the amount of variable
consideration to which the Group will be entitled.

(v)  Estate management service

Revenue from the provision of estate management service is recognised over the scheduled period on a
straight-line basis because the customer simultaneously receives and consumes the benefits provided by
the Group.

(vi)  Revenue from other operations

- Revenue from the sale of food products is recognised at the point in time when the control of the
food products is transferred to the customers, generally on the delivery of the food products.

- Revenue from restaurant and retail shop operations is recognised at the point in time when the
control of the food and beverage and other items is transferred to the customer, generally upon
purchase of the food and beverage and other items by the customer.

- Revenue from housekeeping services is recognised over the scheduled period on a straight-line basis
because the customer simultaneously receives and consumes the benefits provided by the Group.

Revenue from other sources
Rental income is recognised on a time proportion basis over the lease terms. Variable lease payments that do
not depend on an index or a rate are recognised as income in the accounting period in which they are incurred.

Interest income is recognised on an accrual basis using the effective interest method by applying the rate that
exactly discounts the estimated future cash receipts over the expected life of the financial instrument or a
shorter period, when appropriate, to the net carrying amount of the financial asset.

Dividend income is recognised when the shareholders’ right to receive payment has been established, it is
probable that the economic benefits associated with the dividend will flow to the Group and the amount of the
dividend can be measured reliably.

Net gain or loss from the sale of investments at fair value through profit or loss is recognised on the transaction
dates when the relevant contract notes are exchanged.
Contract assets

A contract asset is the right to consideration in exchange for goods or services transferred to the customer. If
the Group performs by transferring goods or services to a customer before the customer pays consideration or
before payment is due, a contract asset is recognised for the earned consideration that is conditional. Contract
assets are subject to impairment assessment, details of which are included in the accounting policies for
impairment of financial assets.

Contract liabilities

A contract liability is recognised when a payment is received or a payment is due (whichever is earlier) from a
customer before the Group transfers the related goods or services. Contract liabilities are recognised as revenue
when the Group performs under the contract (i.e., transfer control of the related goods or services to the
customer).

Contract costs

Other than the costs which are capitalised as properties held for sale and properties under development, costs
incurred to fulfil a contract with a customer are capitalised as an asset if all of the following criteria are met:

(@)  The costs relate directly to a contract or to an anticipated contract that the entity can specifically identify.

(b)  The costs generate or enhance resources of the entity that will be used in satisfying (or in continuing to
satisfy) performance obligations in the future.

(c)  The costs are expected to be recovered.
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The capitalised contract costs are amortised and charged to the statement of profit or loss on a systematic basis
that is consistent with the transfer to the customers of the goods or services to which the asset relates. Other
contract costs are expensed as incurred.

(y) Foreign currencies

These financial statements are presented in Hong Kong dollars, which is the Company’s functional currency.
Each entity in the Group determines its own functional currency and items included in the financial statements
of each entity are measured using that functional currency. Foreign currency transactions recorded by the
entities in the Group are initially recorded using their respective functional currency rates prevailing at the
dates of the transactions. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated at
the functional currency rates of exchange ruling at the end of the reporting period. Differences arising on
settlement or translation of monetary items are recognised in the statement of profit or loss.

Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign currency are translated using the
exchange rates at the dates of the initial transactions. Non-monetary items measured at fair value in a foreign
currency are translated using the exchange rates at the date when the fair value was measured. The gain or
loss arising on translation of a non-monetary item measured at fair value is treated in line with the recognition
of the gain or loss on change in fair value of the item (i.e., translation difference on the item whose fair
value gain or loss is recognised in other comprehensive income or profit or loss is also recognised in other
comprehensive income or profit or loss, respectively).

In determining the exchange rate on initial recognition of the related asset, expense or income on the
derecognition of a non-monetary asset or non-monetary liability relating to an advance consideration, the
date of initial transaction is the date on which the Group initially recognises the non-monetary asset or non-
monetary liability arising from the advance consideration. If there are multiple payments or receipts in advance,
the Group determines the transaction date for each payment or receipt of the advance consideration.

The functional currencies of certain overseas subsidiaries and associates are currencies other than the Hong
Kong dollars. As at the end of the reporting period, the assets and liabilities of these entities are translated into
Hong Kong dollars at the exchange rates prevailing at the end of the reporting period and their statements
of profit or loss are translated into Hong Kong dollars at the exchange rates that approximate to those
prevailing at the dates of the transaction for the year. The resulting exchange differences are recognised in
other comprehensive income and accumulated in the exchange equalisation reserve. On disposal of a foreign
operation, the component of other comprehensive income relating to that particular foreign operation is
recognised in the statement of profit or loss.

Any goodwill arising on the acquisition of a foreign operation and any fair value adjustments to the carrying
amounts of assets and liabilities arising on acquisition are treated as assets and liabilities of the foreign
operation and translated at the closing rate.

For the purpose of the consolidated statement of cash flows, the cash flows of overseas subsidiaries are
translated into Hong Kong dollars at the exchange rates ruling at the dates of the cash flows. Frequently
recurring cash flows of overseas subsidiaries which arise throughout the year are translated into Hong Kong
dollars at the weighted average exchange rates for the year.

Income tax

Income tax comprises current and deferred tax. Income tax relating to items recognised outside profit or loss is
recognised outside profit or loss, either in other comprehensive income or directly in equity.

Current tax assets and liabilities are measured at the amount expected to be recovered from or paid to the
taxation authorities, based on tax rates (and tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the
end of the reporting period, taking into consideration interpretations and practices prevailing in the countries/
jurisdictions in which the Group operates.

Deferred tax is provided, using the liability method, on all temporary differences at the end of the reporting
period between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial reporting
purposes.

Deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences, except:

e when the deferred tax liability arises from the initial recognition of goodwill or an asset or liability in a
transaction that is not a business combination and, at the time of the transaction, affects neither the
accounting profit nor taxable profit or loss; and

e in respect of taxable temporary differences associated with investments in subsidiaries and associates,
when the timing of the reversal of the temporary differences can be controlled and it is probable that the
temporary differences will not reverse in the foreseeable future.

Deferred tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary differences, and the carryforward of unused
tax credits and any unused tax losses. Deferred tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that
future taxable profit will be available against which the deductible temporary differences, and the carryforward
of unused tax credits and unused tax losses can be utilised, except:

e when the deferred tax asset relating to the deductible temporary differences arises from the initial
recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction that is not a business combination and, at the time of
the transaction, affects neither the accounting profit nor taxable profit or loss; and

* in respect of deductible temporary differences associated with investments in subsidiaries and associates,
deferred tax assets are only recognised to the extent that it is probable that the temporary differences
will reverse in the foreseeable future and taxable profit will be available against which the temporary
differences can be utilised.
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The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at the end of each reporting period and reduced to
the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available to allow all or part of the
deferred tax asset to be utilised. Unrecognised deferred tax assets are reassessed at the end of each reporting
period and are recognised to the extent that it has become probable that sufficient taxable profit will be
available to allow all or part of the deferred tax asset to be recovered.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply to the period when
the asset is realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates (and tax laws) that have been enacted or
substantively enacted by the end of the reporting period.

Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities are offset if and only if the Group has a legally enforceable right
to set off current tax assets and current tax liabilities and the deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities
relate to income taxes levied by the same taxation authority on either the same taxable entity or different
taxable entities which intend either to settle current tax liabilities and assets on a net basis, or to realise the
assets and settle the liabilities simultaneously in each future period in which significant amounts of deferred tax
liabilities or assets are expected to be settled or recovered.

(aa) Employee benefits

Staff retirement schemes

The Group operates a defined contribution Mandatory Provident Fund retirement benefit scheme (the “MPF
Scheme”) under the Hong Kong Mandatory Provident Fund Schemes Ordinance for those employees who are
eligible to participate in the MPF Scheme. Contributions are made based on a percentage of the employees’
relevant income and are charged to the statement of profit or loss as they become payable in accordance with
the rules of the MPF Scheme. The assets of the MPF Scheme are held separately from those of the Group in
an independently administered fund. The Group’s employer contributions vest fully with the employees when
contributed into the MPF Scheme, except for the Group’s employer voluntary contributions, part or all of which
are refunded to the Group when the employee leaves employment prior to the contributions vesting with the
employee partly or fully, in accordance with the rules of the MPF Scheme.

The employees of the Group’s subsidiaries which operate in Mainland China are required to participate in
a central pension scheme operated by the local municipal government. These subsidiaries are required to
contribute certain percentages of their payroll costs to the central pension scheme. The contributions are
charged to the statement of profit or loss as they become payable in accordance with the rules of the central
pension scheme.

services to the Group or to the parent of the Group.

(ac) Cash and cash equivalents

For the purpose of the consolidated statement of cash flows, cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand
and demand deposits, and short term highly liquid investments that are readily convertible into known amounts
of cash, are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value, and have a short maturity of generally within
three months when acquired, less bank overdrafts which are repayable on demand and form an integral part of
the Group's cash management.

For the purpose of the consolidated statement of financial position, cash and cash equivalents comprise cash
on hand and at banks, including term deposits, and assets similar in nature to cash, which are not restricted as
to use.

(ad) Dividends

Final dividends are recognised as a liability when they are approved by the shareholders in a general meeting.
Proposed final dividends are disclosed in the notes to the financial statements.
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Interim dividend is simultaneously proposed and declared, because the Company's memorandum of association
and bye-laws grant the Directors the authority to declare interim dividend. Consequently, interim dividend is
recognised immediately as a liability when it is proposed and declared.

(ae) Provisions

A provision is recognised when a present obligation (legal or constructive) has arisen as a result of a past event
and it is probable that a future outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation, provided that a
reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

When the effect of discounting is material, the amount recognised for a provision is the present value at
the end of the reporting period of the future expenditures expected to be required to settle the obligation.
The increase in the discounted present value amount arising from the passage of time is recognised in the
statement of profit or loss.

(af) Perpetual securities

Perpetual securities with no contracted obligation to repay its principal or to pay any distribution are classified
as part of equity.

(ag) Maintenance reserves

The cost of aircraft maintenance, repairs, overhauls and compliance with return conditions for aircraft on
operating leases are paid for by the lessee. For major airframe, engine and other maintenance events, the
lessee will be required to make a maintenance contribution payment to the lessor. Certain lease agreements
require the lessee to make the maintenance contribution payments on a monthly basis while other leases
require the lessee to make the maintenance contribution payment in the form of a return compensation
payment at the end of the lease. Upon receipt by the Group, these monthly and end of lease maintenance
payments are accounted for as maintenance reserve liabilities because the Group generally reimburses the
lessee or a subsequent lessee out of the payments the Group received when the Group is satisfied that the
qualifying major maintenance event has been performed. At termination or expiry of a lease, maintenance
reserve liabilities for the aircraft which have not been reimbursed to the lessee will typically continue to remain
as maintenance reserve liabilities. Any shortfall that is identified in the maintenance reserve liabilities for an
aircraft as compared to the expected future reimbursement obligations to a lessee, or any surplus, will be
charged or released to the statement of profit or loss. Upon sale of an aircraft, the maintenance reserve liability
for that aircraft which is not transferred to the buyer will be released to the statement of profit or loss.

If a lease requires the lessee to pay return compensation payments at the end of the lease, certain lessees
are required to secure all or a portion of that obligation by a cash deposit or letter of credit. In some cases,
the monthly maintenance payments or end of lease return compensation payments may be replaced by
commitments from a third party, typically the original equipment manufacturer or an affiliate, which provides
flight hour-based support to the lessee.

(ah) Government grants

Government grants are recognised at their fair value where there is reasonable assurance that the grant will
be received and all attaching conditions will be complied with. When the grant relates to an expense item,
it is recognised as income on a systematic basis over the periods that the costs, for which it is intended to
compensate, are expensed.
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3. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING JUDGEMENTS AND ESTIMATES

The preparation of the Group’s financial statements requires management to make judgements, estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities, and their accompanying
disclosures, and the disclosure of contingent liabilities. Uncertainty about these assumptions and estimates could
result in outcomes that could require a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of the assets or liabilities
affected in the future.

(a) Judgements

In the process of applying the Group’s accounting policies, management has made the following judgements,
apart from those involving estimations, which have the most significant effect on the amounts recognised in
the financial statements:

Property lease classification - Group as lessor

The Group has entered into commercial property/aircraft leases on its investment property/aircraft portfolio.
The Group has determined, based on an evaluation of the terms and conditions of the arrangements, such
as the lease term not constituting a major part of the economic life of the commercial property/aircraft and
the present value of the minimum lease payments not amounting to substantially all the fair value of the
commercial property/aircraft, that it retains substantially all the significant risks and rewards incidental to
ownership of these properties/aircraft which are leased out and accounts for the contracts as operating leases.

Significant judgement in determining the lease term of contracts with renewal options

The Group has several lease contracts that include extension and termination options. The Group applies
judgement in evaluating whether or not to exercise the option to renew or terminate the lease. That is,
it considers all relevant factors that create an economic incentive for it to exercise either the renewal or
termination. After the commencement date, the Group reassesses the lease term if there is a significant event
or change in circumstances that is within its control and affects its ability to exercise or not to exercise the
option to renew or to terminate the lease.

Classification between investment properties and owner-occupied properties

The Group determines whether a property qualifies as an investment property, and has developed criteria in
making that judgement. Investment property is a property held to earn rentals or for capital appreciation or
both. Therefore, the Group considers whether a property generates cash flows largely independently of the
other assets held by the Group. Some properties comprise a portion that is held to earn rentals or for capital
appreciation and another portion that is held for use in the production or supply of goods or services or for
administrative purposes. If these portions could be sold separately or leased out separately under a finance
lease, the Group accounts for the portions separately. If the portions could not be sold separately, the property
is an investment property only if an insignificant portion is held for use in the production or supply of goods
or services or for administrative purposes. Judgement is made on an individual property basis to determine
whether ancillary services are so significant that a property does not qualify as an investment property.
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Classification between investment properties and properties held for sale

The Group develops properties held for sale and properties held to earn rentals and/or for capital appreciation.
Judgement is made by management on determining whether a property is designated as an investment
property or a property held for sale. The Group considers its intention for holding the properties at the early
development stage of the related properties. During the course of construction, the related properties under
construction are accounted for as properties under development included in non-current and current assets
if the properties are intended for sale after their completion, whereas, the properties are accounted for as
investment properties under construction included in investment properties if the properties are intended to
be held to earn rentals and/or for capital appreciation. Upon completion of the properties, the properties held
for sale are transferred to completed properties held for sale and are stated at cost, while the properties held
to earn rentals and/or for capital appreciation are transferred to completed investment properties. Investment
properties, both under construction and completed, are subject to revaluation at the end of each reporting
period.

Income taxes

The Group has exposure to income taxes in different jurisdictions. Significant judgement is involved in
determining the provision for income taxes. Determining income tax provisions involves judgement on the
future tax treatment of certain transactions and interpretation of tax rules. The Group carefully evaluates tax
implications of transactions and tax provisions are set up accordingly. The tax treatment of such transactions
is reconsidered periodically to take into account all changes in tax legislation, interpretations and practices in
respect thereof.

(b) Estimation uncertainty

The key assumptions concerning the future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the end of the
reporting period, that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets
and liabilities within the next financial year, are described below.

Impairment of goodwill

The Group determines whether goodwill is impaired at least on an annual basis. This requires an estimation
of the value in use of the cash-generating units to which the goodwill is allocated. Estimating the value in
use requires the Group to make an estimate of the expected future cash flows from the cash-generating unit
and also to choose a suitable discount rate in order to calculate the present value of those cash flows. An
impairment loss of HK$261.0 million was recognised in profit or loss during the year ended 31st December,
2021. As at 31st December, 2022 and 2021, the goodwill was fully impaired. Further details are given in note
21 to the financial statements.

Provision for expected credit losses on trade debtors

The Group uses a provision matrix to calculate ECLs for trade debtors. The provision rates are based on days
past due for groupings of various customer segments that have similar loss patterns (i.e., by product/service
type and customer type).
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The provision matrix is initially based on the Group's historical observed default rates. The Group will calibrate
the matrix to adjust the historical credit loss experience with forward-looking information. For instance, if
forecast economic conditions (i.e., gross domestic products) are expected to deteriorate over the next year
which can lead to an increased number of defaults, the historical default rates are adjusted. At each reporting
date, the historical observed default rates are updated and changes in the forward-looking estimates are
analysed.

The assessment of the correlation among historical observed default rates, forecast economic conditions
and ECLs is a significant estimate. The amount of ECLs is sensitive to changes in circumstances and forecast
economic conditions. The Group's historical credit loss experience and forecast of economic conditions may
also not be representative of a customer's actual default in the future. The information about the ECLs on the
Group's trade debtors is disclosed in note 26 to the financial statements.

Provision for expected credit losses on other financial assets at amortised cost

The measurement of impairment losses under HKFRS 9 on other financial assets at amortised cost requires
judgement, in particular, the estimation of the amount and timing of future cash flows and collateral values
when determining impairment losses and the assessment of a significant increase in credit risk. These estimates
are driven by a number of factors, changes in which can result in different levels of allowances.

At each reporting date, the Group assesses whether there has been a significant increase in credit risk for
exposures since initial recognition by comparing the risk of default occurring over the expected life between the
reporting date and the date of initial recognition. The Group considers reasonable and supportable information
that is relevant and available without undue cost or effort for this purpose. This includes quantitative and
qualitative information and also forward-looking analysis.

Leases — Estimating the incremental borrowing rate

The Group cannot readily determine the interest rate implicit in a lease, and therefore, it uses an incremental
borrowing rate (“IBR") to measure lease liabilities. The IBR is the rate of interest that the Group would have
to pay to borrow over a similar term, and with a similar security, the funds necessary to obtain an asset of a
similar value to the right-of-use asset in a similar economic environment. The IBR therefore reflects what the
Group “would have to pay”, which requires estimation when no observable rates are available (such as for
subsidiaries that do not enter into financing transactions) or when it needs to be adjusted to reflect the terms
and conditions of the lease (for example, when leases are not in the subsidiary’s functional currency). The
Group estimates the IBR using observable inputs (such as market interest rates) when available and is required
to make certain entity-specific estimates (such as the subsidiary’s stand-alone credit rating).
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Impairment of non-financial assets (other than goodwill)

The Group assesses whether there are any indicators of impairment for all non-financial assets (including
the right-of-use assets) at the end of each reporting period. Indefinite life intangible assets are tested for
impairment annually and at other times when such an indicator exists. Other non-financial assets are tested
for impairment when there are indicators that the carrying amounts may not be recoverable. An impairment
exists when the carrying value of an asset or a cash-generating unit exceeds its recoverable amount, which
is the higher of its fair value less costs of disposal and its value in use. The calculation of the fair value less
costs of disposal is based on available data from binding sales transactions in an arm’s length transaction of
similar assets or observable market prices less incremental costs for disposing of the asset. When value in use
calculations are undertaken, management must estimate the expected future cash flows from the asset or cash-
generating unit and choose a suitable discount rate in order to calculate the present value of those cash flows.

Estimation of net realisable values of properties under development and held for sale

The Group performs regular review of the carrying amounts of properties under development and held for sale
with reference to prevailing market data such as most recent sale transactions and internal estimates such as
future selling prices and costs to completion of properties.

Based on this review, write-down of properties will be made when the estimated net realisable value declines
below their carrying amounts. Due to changes in market and economic conditions, management’s estimates
may be adjusted.

Estimation of fair value of investment properties
In the absence of current prices in an active market for similar properties, the Group considers information
from a variety of sources, including:

(@) current prices in an active market for properties of a different nature, condition or location, adjusted to
reflect those differences;

(b) recent prices of similar properties on less active markets, with adjustments to reflect any changes in
economic conditions since the dates of the transactions that occurred at those prices; and

(c)  discounted cash flow projections based on reliable estimates of future cash flows, supported by the terms
of any existing lease and other contracts and (when possible) by external evidence such as current market
rents for similar properties in the same location and condition, and using discount rates that reflect
current market assessments of the uncertainty in the amount and timing of the cash flows.

The carrying amount of investment properties at 31st December, 2022 was HK$3,149.0 million (2021 -
HK$3,209.2 million). Further details, including the key assumptions used for fair value measurement, are given
in note 14 to the financial statements.
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Deferred tax assets

Deferred tax assets are recognised for unused tax losses to the extent that it is probable that future taxable
profits will be available against which the losses can be utilised. Significant management judgement is required
to determine the amount of deferred tax assets that can be recognised, based upon the likely timing and level
of future taxable profits together with future tax planning strategies. The carrying amounts of deferred tax
assets are disclosed in note 34 to the financial statements.

Allocation of construction costs on properties under development

Development costs of properties are recorded as properties under development during the construction stage
and will be transferred to properties held for sale upon completion. An apportionment of these costs will be
recognised in the statement of profit or loss upon the recognition of the sale of properties. Before the final
settlement of the development costs and other costs relating to the sale of the properties, these costs are
accrued by the Group based on management’s best estimate.

When developing properties, the Group may divide the development projects into phases. Specific costs directly
related to the development of a phase are recorded as the cost of such phase. Costs that are common to
phases are allocated to individual phases based on the estimated saleable area of the entire project.

Where the final settlement of costs and the related cost allocation is different from the initial estimates, any
increase or decrease in the development costs and other costs would affect the profit or loss in future years.

Estimation of useful life of trademark

The Group assesses the useful life of the trademark to be indefinite. This determination requires the Group to
make assumptions and estimates of the expected future cash flows of the hotel group to which the trademark
relates and the ability to renew the legal right of the trademark at insignificant cost indefinitely. The Group
assesses the useful life of the trademark annually to determine whether events or circumstances continue to
support the indefinite useful life of the trademark.

Depreciation of property, plant and equipment - aircraft

Aircraft are depreciated on the straight-line basis at rates which are calculated to write down their costs to
their estimated residual values at the end of their operational lives. Certain estimates regarding the operational
lives and residual values of the aircraft are made by the Group based on industry practice and internal technical
valuation. The operational lives and residual values are reviewed at least on an annual basis. The carrying
amount of the Group's aircraft at 31st December, 2022 was HK$321.0 million (2021 - HK$327.3 million).
Further details are given in note 13 to the financial statements.
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4, OPERATING SEGMENT INFORMATION

seven reportable operating segments as follows:

(@) the property development and investment segment comprises the development and sale of properties, the
leasing of properties and the provision of estate agency services;

(b)  the construction and building related businesses segment engages in construction works and building related
businesses, including the provision of development consultancy and project management services, property
management and also security systems and products and other software development and distribution;

(c) the hotel operation and management and hotel ownership segment engages in hotel operations and the
provision of hotel management services, and the ownership in hotel properties for rental income;

(d) the asset management segment engages in the provision of asset management services to Regal REIT;

(e)  the financial assets investments segment engages in trading of financial assets at fair value through profit or
loss and other financial assets investments;

(f)  the aircraft ownership and leasing segment* engages in the aircraft ownership and leasing for rental income;
and

(g) the others segment mainly comprises the provision of financing services, sale of food products, operation
and management of restaurants, operation of security storage lounge and retail shops, the provision of
housekeeping and related services and development and distribution of multimedia entertainment and digital
educational content and multi-platform social games.

Management monitors the results of the Group's operating segments separately for the purpose of making decisions
about resources allocation and performance assessment. Segment performance is evaluated based on reportable
segment profit/(loss), which is a measure of adjusted profit/(loss) before tax. The adjusted profit/(loss) before tax is
measured consistently with the Group's loss before tax except that certain interest income, non-lease-related finance
costs, head office and corporate gains and expenses are excluded from such measurement.

Segment assets exclude deferred tax assets, tax recoverable, restricted cash, pledged time deposits and bank
balances, time deposits, cash and bank balances, and other unallocated head office and corporate assets as these
assets are managed on a group basis.

Segment liabilities exclude interest bearing bank borrowings, other borrowing, tax payable, deferred tax liabilities and
other unallocated head office and corporate liabilities as these liabilities are managed on a group basis.

Intersegment sales and transfers are transacted with reference to the selling prices used for sales made to third
parties at the then prevailing market prices.

Sale of aircraft

The performance obligation is satisfied upon delivery of the aircraft. Customers generally paid deposit according
to terms and conditions of the relevant sales and purchases agreements before delivery of the aircraft. The
transaction prices were adjusted to reflect the effects of the time value of money and the significant benefit of
financing.

Hotel operations and management services

The performance obligation is satisfied over time as services are rendered and short-term advances are normally
required before rendering the services. Hotel management service contracts are for periods of one year or less,
or are billed based on the time incurred.

The performance obligation of food and beverage operations of hotels is satisfied when the control of the food
and beverage products is transferred, being at the point when the customer purchases the food and beverage
items at the food and beverage operations. Payment of the transaction is due immediately at the point when
the customer purchases the food and beverage.

Construction services

The performance obligation is satisfied over time as services are rendered and payment is generally due within
30 days from the date of billing. A certain percentage of payment is retained by customers until the end of the
retention period as the Group's entitlement to the final payment is conditional on the satisfaction of the service
quality by the customers over a certain period as stipulated in the contracts.

Estate management services

The performance obligation is satisfied over time as services are rendered. Estate management service contracts
are for periods of one year or less, and are billed based on the time incurred.

The performance obligation is satisfied upon delivery of the food products and payment is generally due within
30 to 90 days from delivery.

Under the discounted cash flow method for right-for-use assets, fair value is estimated using assumptions regarding
the benefits of right-of-use assets over the lease period with the landlord. This method involves the projection of
a series of cash flows on the right-of-use assets. A discount rate is applied to the projected cash flow in order to
establish the present value of the income stream associated with the right-of-use assets.

The duration of the cash flows and the specific timing of inflows and outflows are determined by events such as
rent reviews, lease renewal and related reletting, redevelopment or refurbishment. The appropriate duration is driven
by market behaviour that is a characteristic of the class of property. The periodic cash flow is estimated as gross
rental income less expenses. The series of periodic net rental income, along with an estimate of the terminal value
anticipated at the end of the projection period, is then discounted.

Under the income capitalisation method, the fair value is estimated based on the capitalisation of the net income and
reversionary income potential by adopting appropriate capitalisation rates, which are derived from analysis of sales
transactions and valuer’s interpretation of prevailing investor requirements or expectations. The prevailing market
rents adopted in the valuation have been assessed with reference to recent lettings, within the subject properties and
other comparable properties.

Subsequent to the reporting
period, Regal REIT group has secured from the bank lenders of the Relevant Loans waivers on the ICR breaches
and confirmations that the Relevant Loans remain repayable on their original maturity dates in 2027 and 2024,
respectively, subject in each case to the topping up of the interest reserve with an additional 3-month interest
payment. Despite the waivers and confirmations obtained from the bank lenders, the Relevant Loans of Regal
REIT group were classified as current liabilities as at 31st December, 2022, in order to comply with the applicable
accounting standards. As of the date of approval of these financial statements, having obtained the waivers from the
bank lenders, there are no longer any deemed breach or breach of the ICR related loan covenants under the Relevant
Loans as at 31st December, 2022.
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As at 31st December, 2022, the outstanding loan facilities of the Regal REIT group bore interest at HIBOR plus an
interest margin ranging from 1.05% per annum to 1.8% per annum (2021 - ranging from 0.92% per annum to 1.8%
per annum).

Bank borrowings under the 2021 IH Facilities, the 2022 RKH Facility, the 2019 WC Facility, the 2018 SW Facilities,
the 2018 FH Facilities and the 2020 TKW Facility are guaranteed by Regal REIT and/or certain individual companies of
the Regal REIT group on a joint and several basis.

The Regal REIT group’s interest bearing bank borrowings are also secured by, amongst others:
(i) legal charges and debentures over the corresponding properties;

FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT OBJECTIVES AND POLICIES

The Group's principal financial instruments, other than derivatives, comprise interest bearing bank borrowings, other
borrowing, cash and short term deposits. The main purpose of these financial instruments is to finance the Group’s
operations. The Group has various other financial assets and liabilities such as financial assets at fair value through
profit or loss, financial assets designated at fair value through other comprehensive income, loans receivable, trade
debtors, trade creditors and other financial assets and liabilities at amortised cost, which arise directly from its
operations.

The main risks arising from the Group's financial instruments are interest rate risk, foreign currency risk, credit risk,
liquidity risk and equity price risk. The Directors meet periodically to analyse and formulate measures to manage
the Group's exposure to these risks. Generally, the Group adopts prudent strategies on its risk management. The
Directors review and agree policies for managing each of these risks and they are summarised below.

Interest rate risk

The Group's exposure to interest rate risks relates primarily to the Group’s borrowings with floating interest rates.
The interest rates and terms of repayment of the Group's interest bearing bank borrowings are disclosed in note 31
to the financial statements. Interest rate risk is managed on an ongoing basis with the primary objective of limiting
the extent to which net interest expense could be affected by adverse movements in interest rate.

For Hong Kong dollar borrowings, assuming the amount of bank borrowings and other borrowing outstanding at
the end of the reporting period was outstanding for the whole year, a 100 basis point increase in interest rates
would have increased the Group's loss before tax for the current year by HK$188.1 million (2021 - HK$164.0 million)
and increased the finance costs capitalised by HK$6.6 million (2021 - HK$38.3 million). A 10 basis point decrease
in interest rates would have decreased the Group's loss before tax for the current year by HK$18.8 million (2021 -
HK$16.4 million) and decreased the finance costs capitalised by HK$0.7 million (2021 - HK$3.8 million).

The sensitivity to the interest rates used above is considered reasonable with the other variables held constant.

Foreign currency risk

The Group's operations are mainly in Hong Kong and Mainland China. Entities within the Group are exposed to
foreign exchange risk from future commercial transactions and monetary assets and liabilities that are denominated
in currencies that are not the entities’ functional currencies.

The Group currently does not have a foreign currency hedging policy. It manages its foreign currency risk by closely
monitoring the movement of the foreign currency rates and entering into foreign currency forward contracts to
reduce the exposure should the need arises.

Credit risk

The Group’s major exposure to the credit risk arises from the default of the trade debtors, with a maximum exposure
equal to their carrying amounts. The Group only grants credit after making credit risk assessments. In addition,
receivable balances are monitored on an ongoing basis and the Group's exposure to bad debts is not significant.

Maximum exposure and year-end staging

which is mainly based on past due information unless other information is available without undue cost or effort, and
year-end staging classification as at 31st December.

Capital management

The primary objectives of the Group’s capital management are to safequard the Group's ability to continue as a
going concern and to maintain healthy capital ratios in order to support its business and enhance shareholders’ value.

The Group manages its capital structure and makes adjustments to it in light of changes in economic conditions and
the risk characteristics of the underlying assets. Capital represents equity attributable to equity holders of the parent.
To maintain or adjust the capital structure, the Group may adjust the dividend payment to shareholders, return
capital to shareholders or issue new shares. The Group is not subject to any externally imposed capital requirements
except for the obligation under the lease guarantees given by RHIHL in connection with the leasing of certain hotel
properties from Regal REIT and the undertakings under corporate guarantees given by PHL and RHIHL for banking
facilities granted to certain subsidiaries and an associate to maintain a minimum consolidated tangible net worth of
PHL, which has been complied with during the year. No changes were made in the objectives, policies or processes
for managing capital during the years ended 31st December, 2022 and 31st December, 2021.

The Group monitors capital using a net debt to total assets ratio, which is net debt divided by the total assets. Net
debt includes interest bearing bank borrowings and other borrowing less cash, bank balances and deposits. The net
debt to total assets ratios as at the end of the reporting periods were as follows:

The impairment assessment of these non-financial assets
is significant to our audit due to (i) the significance of the
carrying amounts as at 31st December, 2022; and (ii) the
determination of the recoverable amounts of the relevant
cash-generating units being dependent on a range of
inherently subjective estimates, such as estimated selling
prices and budgeted costs to complete the property
development projects, estimated rental values, estimated
room rates, estimated occupancy rates, estimated future
cash flows, discount rates and capitalisation rates.

Related disclosures are included in notes 2.4, 3 and 22 to
the consolidated financial statements.
