NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the annual general meeting of E. Bon Holdings Limited
(the “Company”) will be held at Room 101, 1/F, First Commercial Building, 33-35

for the following purposes:

1. To consider and adopt the audited consolidated financial statements, the report of the
directors and the independent auditor’s report for the year ended 31 March 2023.

2. To declare a final dividend of HK$0.5 cent per share for the year ended 31 March 2023.

3. To consider and approve, each as a separate resolution, if thought fit, the following
resolutions:

(a) to re-elect Mr. TSE Sun Po, Tony as executive director;

(b) to re-elect Mr. LAU Shiu Sun as executive director;

(c) to re-elect Dr. LUK Wang Kwong as independent non-executive director; and
(d) to authorise the board of directors to fix the directors’ remuneration.

4. To re-appoint PricewaterhouseCoopers as auditor and to authorise the board of directors
to fix the auditor’s remuneration.

(subject to such exclusions or other arrangements as the Directors may deem
necessary or expedient in relation to fractional entitlements or having regard to any
restrictions or obligations under the laws of, or the requirements of any recognised
regulatory body or any stock exchange in, any territory applicable to the
Company).”

“THAT subject to the passing of ordinary resolutions numbered 5 and 6 above, the
general mandate granted to the directors of the Company pursuant to ordinary resolution
numbered 6 be and is hereby extended by the addition thereto of the total number of
shares of the Company (the “Shares”) repurchased by the Company under the authority
granted pursuant to ordinary resolution numbered 5, provided that such number of

2023, during which no transfer of shares will be effected, if and only if the proposed final dividend is
approved by the shareholders of the Company at the meeting. In order to qualify for the proposed final
dividend, all duly completed transfer forms accompanied by the relevant share certificates must be lodged
with the Company’s branch share registrar in Hong Kong, Tricor Abacus Limited, at 17/F., Far East
Finance Centre, 16 Harcourt Road, Hong Kong not later than 4:30 p.m. on Thursday, 14 September 2023.

Pursuant to Rule 13.39(4) of the Listing Rules, any vote of shareholders of the Company at the meeting
must be taken by poll except where the chairman, in good faith, decides to allow a resolution which
relates purely to a procedural or administrative matter to be voted on by a show of hands. The Company
must announce the results of the poll in the manner prescribed under Rule 13.39(5) of the Listing Rules.

In case the Meeting (or any adjournment thereof) is anticipated to be affected by black rainstorms or
tropical cyclone with warning signal no. 8 or above, Shareholders are suggested to visit the Company’s
website for arrangements of the Meeting (or any adjournment thereof).

As at the date hereof, the Board of Directors comprises eight Directors, of which five are
executive Directors, namely Mr. TSE Sun Fat, Henry, Mr. TSE Sun Wai, Albert, Mr. TSE
Sun Po, Tony, Mr. TSE Hon Kit, Kevin and Mr. LAU Shiu Sun and three are independent
non-executive Directors, namely Mr. WONG Wah, Dominic, Mr. WAN Sze Chung and Dr.
LUK Wang Kwong.
