Professor NI Jun has notified the
Company that he will not stand for the re-election at the AGM due to his intention to achieve
his other personal goals. The other two retiring directors, Mr. WU Cheng-wei and Ms. WONG
Ching Yan being eligible, offer themselves for re-election.

Professor NI Jun has confirmed that he has no claims whatsoever against the Company for
fees, compensation for loss of office, remuneration, severance payments, pension, expenses or
otherwise, that he has no disagreement with the Board, and that he is not aware of any matters
relating to his retirement that need to be brought to the attention of the Shareholders or the
Stock Exchange.

Separate resolutions will be proposed at the AGM for the re-election of each of Mr. WU
Cheng-wei as an executive director and Ms. WONG Ching Yan as an independent non-
executive Director.

At the AGM,
ordinary resolutions will be proposed, amongst others, to approve (i) the grant of Issue
Mandate and the Repurchase Mandate, (ii) the extension of the Issue Mandate, and (iii) the re-
election of retiring Directors.

APPENDIX I EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

This Appendix I is an explanatory statement required by the GEM Listing Rules which
serves to provide the Shareholders with the necessary information relating to the resolution to
be proposed at the AGM authorizing the grant of the Repurchase Mandate.

1. EXERCISE OF THE REPURCHASE MANDATE

Exercise in full of the Repurchase Mandate, on the basis of 649,540,000 Shares in issue
as at the Latest Practicable Date and assuming no further Shares are issued or repurchased by
the Company before the AGM, could result up to 64,954,000 Shares being repurchased by the
Company during the period from the passing of the resolution relating to the Repurchase
Mandate up to the earliest of (i) the conclusion of the next annual general meeting of the
Company; (ii) the expiration of the period within which the next annual general meeting of the
Company is required by the Articles of Association of the Company or any applicable laws to
be held; and (iii) the revocation, variation or renewal of the Repurchase Mandate by ordinary
resolution of the Shareholders in general meeting.

2. REASONS FOR REPURCHASES

The Directors believe that the Repurchase Mandate is in the best interests of the Company
and the Shareholders. Such repurchases may, depending on market conditions and funding
arrangements at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net asset value of the Company and/or
its earnings per Share and will only be made when the Directors believe that such a repurchase
will benefit the Company and the Shareholders.

3. FUNDING OF REPURCHASES

In repurchasing Shares, the Company may only apply funds legally available for such
purpose in accordance with the Articles of Association of the Company and the applicable laws
of the Cayman Islands.

As at the Latest Practicable Date, Team Drive, a substantial shareholder, held
approximately 53.06% of the issued Shares. If the Repurchase Mandate is exercised in full,
the percentage shareholding of Team Drive will increase to 58.95%. Such increase would not
give rise to an obligation for it to make a general offer for the Shares under Rule 26 of the
Takeovers Code. Also the Directors have no present intention to exercise the Repurchase
Mandate to such an extent as would result in any takeover obligation.

APPENDIX II DETAILS OF DIRECTORS PROPOSED TO BE RE-ELECTED

Mr. Wu holds an
Executive Master degree of Business Administration from the National Central University
(Taiwan) and a Master degree of Engineering Manufacturing Management from the University
of South Australia. Mr. Wu joined the Company in December 2015 as non-executive Director
and re-designated as executive Director in September 2016. Mr. Wu took up the role as
Chairman on 27 April 2017.

He may at the discretion of the Board, be granted
share options entitling him to subscribe for shares in the Company under any share option
scheme from time to time adopted by the Company. He has not held any other directorship in
the last three years in public companies. As far as the Directors are aware, Mr. WU was not
interested in any Shares within the meaning of Part XV of the SFO as at the Latest Practicable
Date.

The Board and the nomination committee believe that Mr. WU should be elected because
Mr. WU continues to bring relevant knowledge and experience in management and engineering
to the Board.

As far as the Directors are aware, Ms. WONG was not interested in any Shares within the
meaning of Part XV of the SFO as at the Latest Practicable Date.

Other than disclosed above, the said retiring Directors have confirmed that there is no
matter relating to the above retiring Directors that needed to be brought to the attention of the
Shareholders and there is no information to be disclosed pursuant to Rule 17.50(2)(h) to (v) of
the GEM Listing Rules.
