1. INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this circular is to provide the Shareholders with information in respect of

2.  PROPOSED RE-ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

In accordance with Article 84 of the Articles of Association and good corporate
governance practice, Mr. Jan Craps (“Mr. Craps”), Mr. Michel Doukeris (“Mr. Doukeris”),
Ms. Katherine Barrett (“Ms. Barrett”), Mr. Nelson Jamel (“Mr. Jamel”), Mr. Martin Cubbon
(“Mr. Cubbon”), Ms. Marjorie Mun Tak Yang (“Ms. Yang”) and Ms. Katherine King-suen
Tsang (“Ms. Tsang”) shall retire from office as Directors at the Annual General Meeting, and
being eligible, will offer themselves for re-election at the Annual General Meeting.

The Nomination Committee has reviewed the structure and composition of the Board, the
confirmations and disclosures given by the Directors, the qualifications, skills and experience,
time commitment and contribution of the retiring Directors with reference to the nomination
principles and criteria set out in the Company’s Terms of Reference of the Nomination
Committee and Board Diversity Policy and the Company’s corporate strategy, and the
independence of all Independent Non-executive Directors.

5. PROPOSED PAYMENT OF FINAL DIVIDEND

The Board proposes the declaration and payment of a final dividend of US$5.29 cents per
Share for the year ended 31 December 2023. As at the Latest Practicable Date, the Company
has 13,243,397,000 issued Shares. Based on the number of issued Shares as at the Latest
Practicable Date, the final dividend, if declared and paid, will amount to an aggregate amount

Mr. Craps joined AB InBev in May 2002. Prior to joining AB InBev, Mr. Craps was an
associate consultant with McKinsey & Company, Belgium. He acquired a range of
international experience in senior marketing, sales and logistics executive positions in France
and Belgium. In February 2011, he relocated to Canada where he was appointed as the Head
of Sales of Canada followed by his appointments as the President and Chief Executive Officer
of Labatt Breweries of Canada in 2014. From October 2016 to December 2018, he joined the
Group as the Chief Executive Officer of APAC South.

Mr. Craps obtained a Bachelor’s Degree in Business Engineering from KU Brussels in
Brussels, Belgium in July 1997 and a Master’s Degree in Business Engineering from KU
Leuven in Leuven, Belgium in July 2000. He has been a member of the Corporate Advisory
Board of the China Europe International Business School (CEIBS) in Shanghai, China since
March 2019. He has also been a director and the vice chair of Guangzhou Zhujiang Brewery
Group Co., Ltd. (EINERITMYE B4 BR/A 7)) (listed on the Shenzhen Stock Exchange with
the stock code of 002461, an associate of the Company) since July 2020.

of the Company), comprising of 40,524 ordinary shares and 823,159 underlying shares that
may be delivered upon the exercise of 747,233 options and the vesting of 75,926 restricted
stock units of AB InBev, and (d) 712,112 shares of Ambev (an associated corporation of the
Company), comprising of 365,009 ordinary shares, 347,103 shares that may be delivered upon
the exercise of 347,103 share options of Ambev.

on any securities market in Hong Kong or overseas in the last three years.

Code provision C.2.1 of the Corporate Governance Code as set forth in Appendix C1 to
the Listing Rules (the “Corporate Governance Code”) provides that the roles of chairman and
chief executive should be separate and should not be performed by the same individual.

The Company is expected to comply with, but may choose to deviate from, such code
provision as permitted in the Corporate Governance Code. The Company has deviated from
code provision C.2.1 because Mr. Jan Craps held the roles of both Co-Chair of the Board,
alongside Mr. Michel Doukeris, and Chief Executive Officer.

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SHARE REPURCHASE MANDATE

absolute discretion determine but so that no shares shall be issued at a discount
to their nominal value. Neither the Company nor the Board shall be obliged,
when making or granting any allotment of, offer of, option over or disposal of
shares, to make, or make available, any such allotment, offer, option or shares
to Members or others with registered addresses in any particular territory or
territories being a territory or territories where, in the absence of a registration
statement or other special formalities, this would or might, in the opinion of the
Board, be unlawful or impracticable. Members affected as a result of the
foregoing sentence shall not be, or be deemed to be, a separate class of

Members for any purpose whatsoever.”

7. ARTICLE 16

By inserting the words “or imprinted” immediately after the words “The seal of the

Company may only be affixed” in Article 16.
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8. ARTICLE 17(2)

By deleting the existing Article 17(2) in its entirety and replacing it with the following
new Article 17(2):

“17(2).  Where a share stands in the names of two or more persons, the person first
named in the Register shall as regards service of Notices and, subject to the
provisions of these Articles, all or any other matters connected with the
Company, except the transfer of the shares, be deemed the sole holder thereof.”

9. ARTICLE 22

By deleting the existing Article 22 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new
Article 22:

“22. The Company shall have a first and paramount lien on every share (not being
a fully paid share) for all moneys (whether presently payable or not) called or
payable at a fixed time in respect of that share. The Company shall also have
a first and paramount lien on every share (not being a fully paid share)
registered in the name of a Member (whether or not jointly with other
Members) for all amounts of money presently payable by such Member or his
estate to the Company whether the same shall have been incurred before or
after notice to the Company of any equitable or other interest of any person
other than such Member, and whether the period for the payment or discharge
of the same shall have actually arrived or not, and notwithstanding that the
same are joint debts or liabilities of such Member or his estate and any other
person, whether a Member or not. The Company’s lien on a share shall extend
to all dividends or other moneys payable thereon or in respect thereof. The
Board may at any time, generally or in any particular case, waive any lien that
has arisen or declare any share exempt in whole or in part, from the provisions
of this Article.”

10. ARTICLE 23

By deleting the existing Article 23 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new
Article 23:

“23. Subject to these Articles, the Company may sell in such manner as the Board
determines any share on which the Company has a lien, but no sale shall be
made unless some sum in respect of which the lien exists is presently payable,
or the liability or engagement in respect of which such lien exists is liable to
be presently fulfilled or discharged nor until the expiration of fourteen (14)
clear days after a Notice in writing, stating and demanding payment of the sum
presently payable, or specifying the liability or engagement and demanding
fulfilment or discharge thereof and giving Notice of the intention to sell in
default, has been served on the registered holder for the time being of the share
or the person entitled thereto by reason of his death or bankruptcy.”

APPENDIX IIT DETAILS OF THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS
TO THE ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION

11. ARTICLE 25

By deleting the existing Article 25 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new
Article 25:

“25. Subject to these Articles and to the terms of allotment, the Board may from
time to time make calls upon the Members in respect of any moneys unpaid on
their shares (whether on account of the nominal value of the shares or by way
of premium), and each Member shall (subject to being given at least fourteen
(14) clear days’ Notice specifying the time and place of payment) pay to the
Company as required by such Notice the amount called on his shares. A call
may be extended, postponed or revoked in whole or in part as the Board
determines but no Member shall be entitled to any such extension,
postponement or revocation except as a matter of grace and favour.”

12. ARTICLE 35

By deleting the existing Article 35 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new
Article 35:

“35. When any share has been forfeited, Notice of the forfeiture shall be served
upon the person who was before forfeiture the holder of the share. No
forfeiture shall be invalidated by any omission or neglect to give such Notice.”

13. ARTICLE 44

By deleting the existing Article 44 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new
Article 44:

“44. The Register and branch register of Members maintained in Hong Kong, as the
case may be, shall be open to inspection for at least two (2) hours during
business hours by Members without charge or by any other person, upon a
maximum payment of Hong Kong dollars 2.50 or such lesser sum specified by
the Board, at the Office or such other place at which the Register is kept in
accordance with the Act or, if appropriate, upon a maximum payment of Hong
Kong dollars 1.00 or such lesser sum specified by the Board at the Registration
Office. The Register including any overseas or local or other branch register of
Members may, after notice has been given by advertisement in any newspapers
in accordance with the requirements of any Designated Stock Exchange or by
any electronic means in such manner as may be accepted by the Designated
Stock Exchange to that effect, be closed at such times or for such periods not
exceeding in the whole thirty (30) days in each year as the Board may
determine and either generally or in respect of any class of shares. The period
of thirty (30) days may be extended for a further period or periods not
exceeding thirty (30) days in respect of any year if approved by the Members
by ordinary resolution.”
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14. ARTICLE 45

By deleting the existing Article 45 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new
Article 45:

“45. Subject to the Listing Rules, notwithstanding any other provision of these
Articles the Company or the Directors may fix any date as the record date for:

(a) determining the Members entitled to receive any dividend, distribution,
allotment or issue; and/or

(b) determining the Members entitled to receive Notice of and to vote at any
general meeting of the Company.”

15. ARTICLE 46(2)

By deleting the existing Article 46(2) in its entirety and replacing it with the following
new Article 46(2):

“46(2). Notwithstanding the provisions of subparagraph (1) above, for so long as any
shares are listed on the Designated Stock Exchange, titles to such listed shares
may be evidenced and transferred in accordance with the laws applicable to
and the Listing Rules that are or shall be applicable to such listed shares. The
register of members of the Company in respect of its listed shares (whether the
Register or a branch register) may be kept by recording the particulars required
by Section 40 of the Act in a form otherwise than legible if such recording
otherwise complies with the laws applicable to and the Listing Rules that are
or shall be applicable to such listed shares.”

16. ARTICLE 51

By deleting the existing Article 51 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new
Article 51:

“51. The registration of transfers of shares or of any class of shares may, after notice
has been given by announcement or by electronic communication or by
advertisement in any newspapers or by any other means in accordance with the
requirements of any Designated Stock Exchange to that effect be suspended at
such times and for such periods (not exceeding in the whole thirty (30) days
in any year) as the Board may determine. The period of thirty (30) days may
be extended for a further period or periods not exceeding thirty (30) days in

respect of any year if approved by the Members by ordinary resolution.”
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17. ARTICLE 55(2)(C)

By deleting the existing Article 55(2)(c) in its entirety and replacing it with the following
new Article 55(2)(c):

“(0)

the Company, if so required by the Listing Rules, has given notice of its intention
to sell such shares to, and caused advertisement both in daily newspaper and in a
newspaper circulating in the area of the last known address of such Member or any
person entitled to the share under Article 54 and where applicable, in each case in
accordance with the requirements of, the Designated Stock Exchange, and a period
of three (3) months or such shorter period as may be allowed by the Designated
Stock Exchange has elapsed since the date of such advertisement.”

18. ARTICLE 56

By deleting the existing Article 56 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new
Article 56:

“56.

An annual general meeting of the Company shall be held for each financial
year other than the financial year of the Company’s adoption of these Articles
and such annual general meeting must be held within six (6) months after the
end of the Company’s financial year (unless a longer period would not infringe
the Listing Rules, if any).”

19. ARTICLE 57

By deleting the existing Article 57 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new
Article 57:

“57.

Each general meeting, other than an annual general meeting, shall be called an
extraordinary general meeting. All general meetings (including an annual
general meeting, any adjourned meeting or postponed meeting) may be held as
a physical meeting in any part of the world and at one or more locations as
provided in Article 64A., as a hybrid meeting or as an electronic meeting, as

may be determined by the Board in its absolute discretion.”
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20. ARTICLE 59

By deleting the existing Article 59 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new
Article 59:

“59. (1) An annual general meeting must be called by Notice of not less than
twenty-one (21) clear days. All other general meetings (including an
extraordinary general meeting) must be called by Notice of not less than
fourteen (14) clear days but if permitted by the Listing Rules, a general

meeting may be called by shorter notice, subject to the Act, if it is so agreed:

(a) 1in the case of a meeting called as an annual general meeting, by all the

Members entitled to attend and vote thereat; and

(b) in the case of any other meeting, by a majority in number of the Members
having the right to attend and vote at the meeting, being a majority
together representing not less than ninety-five per cent. (95%) of the total
voting rights at the meeting of all the Members.

(2) The Notice shall specify

(a) the time and date of the meeting,

(b) save for an electronic meeting, the place of the meeting and if there is
more than one meeting location as determined by the Board pursuant to
Article 64A, the principal place of the meeting (the “Principal Meeting
Place”),

(c) if the general meeting is to be a hybrid meeting or an electronic meeting,
the Notice shall include a statement to that effect and with details of the
electronic facilities for attendance and participation by electronic means
at the meeting or where such details will be made available by the
Company prior to the meeting, and

(d) particulars of resolutions to be considered at the meeting.

The Notice convening an annual general meeting shall specify the meeting as such.
Notice of every general meeting shall be given to all Members other than to such
Members as, under the provisions of these Articles or the terms of issue of the shares
they hold, are not entitled to receive such Notices from the Company, to all persons
entitled to a share in consequence of the death or bankruptcy or winding-up of a
Member and to each of the Directors and the Auditors.”
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21. ARTICLE 61(2)

By deleting the existing Article 61(2) in its entirety and replacing it with the following
new Article 61(2):

“61(2).

No business other than the appointment of a chairman of a meeting shall be
transacted at any general meeting unless a quorum is present at the
commencement of the business. Two (2) Members entitled to vote and present
in person or by proxy or, for quorum purposes only, two persons appointed by
the clearing house as authorised representative or proxy shall form a quorum
for all purposes.”

22. ARTICLE 62

By deleting the existing Article 62 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 62:

“62.

If within thirty (30) minutes (or such longer time not exceeding one hour as the
chairman of the meeting may determine to wait) after the time appointed for
the meeting a quorum is not present, the meeting, if convened on the
requisition of Members, shall be dissolved. In any other case it shall stand
adjourned to the same day in the next week at the same time and (where
applicable) same place(s) or to such time and (where applicable) such place(s)
and in such form and manner referred to in Article 57 as the chairman of the
meeting (or in default, the Board) may absolutely determine. If at such
adjourned meeting a quorum is not present within half an hour from the time
appointed for holding the meeting, the meeting shall be dissolved.”

23. ARTICLE 63

By deleting the existing Article 63 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 63:

“63. (1)

The chairman of the Company or if there is more than one chairman, any one
of them as may be agreed amongst themselves or failing such agreement, any
one of them elected by all the Directors present shall preside as chairman at a
general meeting. If at any meeting no chairman, is present within fifteen (15)
minutes after the time appointed for holding the meeting, or is willing to act
as chairman, the deputy chairman of the Company or if there is more than one
deputy chairman, any one of them as may be agreed amongst themselves or
failing such agreement, any one of them elected by all the Directors present
shall preside as chairman. If no chairman or deputy chairman is present or is
willing to act as chairman of the meeting, the Directors present shall choose

one of their number to act, or if one Director only is present he shall preside
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(2)

as chairman if willing to act. If no Director is present, or if each of the
Directors present declines to take the chair, or if the chairman chosen shall
retire from the chair, the Members present in person or by proxy and entitled
to vote shall elect one of their number to be chairman of the meeting.

If the chairman of a general meeting held in any form is participating in the
general meeting using an electronic facility or facilities which is hereby
permitted and becomes unable to participate in the general meeting using such
electronic facility or facilities, another person (determined in accordance with
Article 63(1) above) shall preside as chairman of the meeting unless and until
the original chairman of the meeting is able to participate in the general
meeting using the electronic facility or facilities.”

24. ARTICLE 64

By deleting the existing Article 64 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 64:

“64.

Subject to Article 64C, the chairman may (without the consent of the meeting)
or shall at the direction of the meeting, adjourn the meeting from time to time
(or indefinitely) and/or from place to place(s) and/or from one form to another
(a physical meeting, a hybrid meeting or an electronic meeting) as the meeting
shall determine, but no business shall be transacted at any adjourned meeting
other than the business which might lawfully have been transacted at the
meeting had the adjournment not taken place. When a meeting is adjourned for
fourteen (14) days or more, at least seven (7) clear days’ Notice of the
adjourned meeting shall be given specifying the details set out in Article 59(2)
but it shall not be necessary to specify in such Notice the nature of the business
to be transacted at the adjourned meeting and the general nature of the business
to be transacted. Save as aforesaid, it shall be unnecessary to give Notice of an
adjournment.”

25. ARTICLE 64A

By deleting the existing Article 64A in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 64A:

“64A. (1)

The Board may, at its absolute discretion, arrange for persons entitled to attend
a general meeting to do so by simultaneous attendance and participation by
means of electronic facilities at such location or locations (“Meeting
Location(s)”) determined by the Board at its absolute discretion. Any Member
or any proxy attending and participating in such way or any Member or proxy
attending and participating in an electronic meeting or a hybrid meeting by
means of electronic facilities is deemed to be present at and shall be counted
in the quorum of the meeting.
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(2) All general meetings are subject to the following and, where appropriate, all
references to a “Member” or “Members” in this sub-paragraph (2) shall include
a proxy or proxies respectively:

(a) where a Member is attending a Meeting Location and/or in the case of a
hybrid meeting, the meeting shall be treated as having commenced if it
has commenced at the Principal Meeting Place;

(b) Members present in person or by proxy at a Meeting Location and/or
Members attending and participating in an electronic meeting or a hybrid
meeting by means of electronic facilities shall be counted in the quorum
for and entitled to vote at the meeting in question, and that meeting shall
be duly constituted and its proceedings valid provided that the chairman
of the meeting is satisfied that adequate electronic facilities are available
throughout the meeting to ensure that Members at all Meeting Locations
and Members participating in an electronic meeting or a hybrid meeting
by means of electronic facilities are able to participate in the business for
which the meeting has been convened;

(c) where Members attend a meeting by being present at one of the Meeting
Locations and/or where Members participating in an electronic meeting
or a hybrid meeting by means of electronic facilities, a failure (for any
reason) of the electronic facilities or communication equipment, or any
other failure in the arrangements for enabling those in a Meeting Location
other than the Principal Meeting Place to participate in the business for
which the meeting has been convened or in the case of an electronic
meeting or a hybrid meeting, the inability of one or more Members or
proxies to access, or continue to access, the electronic facilities despite
adequate electronic facilities having been made available by the
Company, shall not affect the validity of the meeting or the resolutions
passed, or any business conducted there or any action taken pursuant to
such business provided that there is a quorum present throughout the
meeting; and

(d) if any of the Meeting Locations is not in the same jurisdiction as the
Principal Meeting Place and/or in the case of a hybrid meeting, the
provisions of these Articles concerning the service and giving of Notice
for the meeting, and the time for lodging proxies, shall apply by reference
to the Principal Meeting Place; and in the case of an electronic meeting,
the time for lodging proxies shall be as stated in the Notice for the
meeting.”
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26. ARTICLE 64B

By deleting the existing Article 64B in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 64B:

“64B.

The Board and, at any general meeting, the chairman of the meeting may from
time to time make arrangements for managing attendance and/or participation
and/or voting at the Principal Meeting Place, any Meeting Location(s) and/or
participation in an electronic meeting or a hybrid meeting by means of
electronic facilities (whether involving the issue of tickets or some other means
of identification, passcode, seat reservation, electronic voting or otherwise) as
it shall in its absolute discretion consider appropriate, and may from time to
time change any such arrangements, provided that a Member who, pursuant to
such arrangements, is not entitled to attend, in person or by proxy, at any
Meeting Location shall be entitled so to attend at one of the other Meeting
Locations; and the entitlement of any Member so to attend the meeting or
adjourned meeting or postponed meeting at such Meeting Location or Meeting
Locations shall be subject to any such arrangement as may be for the time
being in force and by the Notice of meeting or adjourned meeting or postponed
meeting stated to apply to the meeting.”

27. ARTICLE 64C

By deleting the existing Article 64C in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 64C:

“64C.

If it appears to the chairman of the general meeting that:

(a) the electronic facilities at the Principal Meeting Place or at such other
Meeting Location(s) at which the meeting may be attended have become
inadequate for the purposes referred to in Article 64A(1) or are otherwise
not sufficient to allow the meeting to be conducted substantially in
accordance with the provisions set out in the Notice of the meeting; or

(b) in the case of an electronic meeting or a hybrid meeting, electronic
facilities being made available by the Company have become inadequate;
or

(c) it is not possible to ascertain the view of those present or to give all

persons entitled to do so a reasonable opportunity to communicate and/or
vote at the meeting; or
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(d) there is violence or the threat of violence, unruly behaviour or other
disruption occurring at the meeting or it is not possible to secure the
proper and orderly conduct of the meeting;

then, without prejudice to any other power which the chairman of the meeting
may have under these Articles or at common law, the chairman may, at his/her
absolute discretion, without the consent of the meeting, and before or after the
meeting has started and irrespective of whether a quorum is present, interrupt
or adjourn the meeting (including adjournment for indefinite period). All
business conducted at the meeting up to the time of such adjournment shall be
valid.”

28. ARTICLE 64D

By deleting the existing Article 64D in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 64D:

“64D.

The Board and, at any general meeting, the chairman of the meeting may make
any arrangement and impose any requirement or restriction the Board or the
chairman of the meeting, as the case may be, considers appropriate to ensure
the security and orderly conduct of a meeting (including, without limitation,
requirements for evidence of identity to be produced by those attending the
meeting, the searching of their personal property and the restriction of items
that may be taken into the meeting place, determining the number and
frequency of and the time allowed for questions that may be raised at a
meeting). Members shall also comply with all requirements or restrictions
imposed by the owner of the premises at which the meeting is held. Any
decision made under this Article shall be final and conclusive and a person who
refuses to comply with any such arrangements, requirements or restrictions
may be refused entry to the meeting or ejected (physically or electronically)
from the meeting.”
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29. ARTICLE 64E

By deleting the existing Article 64E in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 64E:

“64E.

If, after the sending of Notice of a general meeting but before the meeting is
held, or after the adjournment of a meeting but before the adjourned meeting
is held (whether or not Notice of the adjourned meeting is required), the
Directors, in their absolute discretion, consider that it is inappropriate,
impracticable, unreasonable or undesirable for any reason to hold the general
meeting on the date or at the time or place or by means of electronic facilities
specified in the Notice calling the meeting, they may change or postpone the
meeting to another date, time and/or place and/or change the electronic
facilities and/or change the form of the meeting (a physical meeting, an
electronic meeting or a hybrid meeting) without approval from the Members.
Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, the Directors shall have
the power to provide in every Notice calling a general meeting the
circumstances in which a postponement of the relevant general meeting may
occur automatically without further notice, including without limitation where
a number 8 or higher typhoon signal, black rainstorm warning or other similar
event is in force at any time on the day of the meeting. This Article shall be
subject to the following:

(a) when a meeting is so postponed, the Company shall endeavour to post a
Notice of such postponement on the Company’s website as soon as
practicable (provided that failure to post such a Notice shall not affect the
automatic postponement of a meeting);

(b) when only the form of the meeting or electronic facilities specified in the
Notice are changed, the Board shall notify the Members of details of such

change in such manner as the Board may determine;

(c) when a meeting is postponed or changed in accordance with this Article,
subject to and without prejudice to Article 64, unless already specified in
the original Notice of the meeting, the Board shall fix the date, time,
place (if applicable) and electronic facilities (if applicable) for the
postponed or changed meeting and shall notify the Members of such
details in such manner as the Board may determine; further all proxy
forms shall be valid (unless revoked or replaced by a new proxy) if they
are received as required by these Articles not less than 48 hours before the
time of the postponed meeting; and
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(d) Notice of the business to be transacted at the postponed or changed
meeting shall not be required, nor shall any accompanying documents be
required to be recirculated, provided that the business to be transacted at
the postponed or changed meeting is the same as that set out in the
original Notice of general meeting circulated to the Members.”

30. ARTICLE 64F

By deleting the existing Article 64F in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 64F:

“64F.

All persons seeking to attend and participate in an electronic meeting or a
hybrid meeting shall be responsible for maintaining adequate facilities to
enable them to do so. Subject to Article 64C, any inability of a person or
persons to attend or participate in a general meeting by way of electronic
facilities shall not invalidate the proceedings of and/or resolutions passed at
that meeting.”

31. ARTICLE 64H

By deleting the existing Article 64H in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 64H:

“64H.

Without prejudice to Articles 64A to 64G, and subject to the Act and the Rules
of the Designated Stock Exchange, the Board may resolve to enable persons
entitled to attend an electronic meeting to do so by simultaneous attendance by
electronic means with no member necessarily in physical attendance at the
electronic meeting. Each Member or its proxy shall be counted in the quorum
for, and entitled to vote at, the electronic meeting in question, and that general
meeting shall be duly constituted and its proceedings valid if the chairman of
the electronic meeting is satisfied that adequate facilities are available
throughout the electronic meeting to ensure that Members attending the
electronic meeting who are not present together at the same place may, by
electronic means, attend and speak or communicate and vote at it.”

32. ARTICLE 641

By deleting the existing Article 641 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 641:

“641.

If it appears to the chairman of the electronic meeting that:

(a) the electronic platform, electronic facilities or security at the electronic
meeting have become inadequate; or
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(b) it is not possible to ascertain the view of those present or to give all
persons entitled to do so a reasonable opportunity to communicate and/or
vote at the meeting; or

(c) there is no quorum; or

(d) there is violence or the threat of violence, unruly behaviour or other
disruption occurring at the meeting or it is not possible to secure the
proper and orderly conduct of the meeting;

then, without prejudice to any other power which the chairman of the meeting
may have under these Articles or at common law, the chairman may, at his/her
absolute discretion, without the consent of the meeting, and before or after the
meeting has started and irrespective of whether a quorum is present, interrupt
or adjourn the meeting (including adjournment for indefinite period). All
business conducted at the meeting up to the time of such adjournment shall be
valid.”

33. ARTICLE 64)

By deleting the existing Article 64J in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 64]:

“64J.

If, after the sending of Notice of an electronic meeting but before the electronic
meeting is held, or after the adjournment of an electronic meeting but before
the adjourned electronic meeting is held (whether or not Notice of the
adjourned electronic meeting is required), the Directors, in their absolute
discretion, consider that it is inappropriate, impracticable, unreasonable or
unsafe for any reason to hold the electronic meeting on the date or at the time
and/or by means of the electronic platform or electronic facilities specified in
the Notice calling the meeting, they may change or postpone the meeting to
another date, time and/or electronic platform or electronic facilities, and the
provisions of Article 64E shall apply mutatis mutandis to any such electronic
meeting.”

34. ARTICLE 66

By deleting the existing Article 66 in its entirety and replacing it with the following new

Article 66:

“66. (1)

Subject to any special rights or restrictions as to voting for the time being
attached to any shares by or in accordance with these Articles, at any general
meeting on a poll every Member present in person or by proxy shall have one
vote for every fully paid share of which he is the holder but so that no amount
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(2)

paid up or credited as paid up on a share in advance of calls or instalments is
treated for the foregoing purposes as paid up on the share. A resolution put to
the vote of a meeting shall be decided by way of a poll save that in the case
of a physical meeting, the chairman of the meeting may in good faith, allow a
resolution which relates purely to a procedural or administrative matter to be
voted on by a show of hands in which case every Member present in or by
proxy(ies) shall have one vote provided that where more than one proxy is
appointed by a Member which is a clearing house (or its nominee(s)), each
such proxy shall have one vote on a show of hands. For purposes of this
Article, procedural and administrative matters are those that (i) are not on the
agenda of the general meeting or in any supplementary circular that may be
issued by the Company to its Members; and (ii) relate to the chairman’s duties
to maintain the orderly conduct of the meeting and/or allow the business of the
meeting to be properly and effectively dealt with, whilst allowing all Members
a reasonable opportunity to express their views. Votes (whether on a show of
hands or by way of poll) may be cast by such means, electronic or otherwise,
as the Directors or the chairman of the meeting may determine.

Where a show of hands is allowed, before or on the declaration of the result of
the show of hands, a poll may be demanded:

(a) by at least three Members present in person or by proxy for the time being
entitled to vote at the meeting; or

place is so specified at the Registration Office or the Office, as may be
appropriate), or if the Company has provided an electronic address in
accordance with the preceding paragraph, shall be received at the electronic
address specified, not less than forty-eight (48) hours before the time appointed
for holding the meeting or adjourned meeting or postponed meeting at which
the person named in the instrument proposes to vote. No instrument appointing
a proxy shall be valid after the expiration of twelve (12) months from the date
named in it as the date of its execution, except at an adjourned meeting or
postponed meeting in cases where the meeting was originally held within
twelve (12) months from such date. Delivery of an instrument appointing a
proxy shall not preclude a Member from attending and voting at the meeting
convened and in such event, the instrument appointing a proxy shall be deemed
to be revoked.”
